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Legal Measures Takem For Thelr Deatrucs
tlom.

the oleariog of forests and the incoming
of man, aud innocont herds of deer and an-
telopes have gone with them, The govern-
meut haeas also stimulated the elaughter of
noxtous animals by ¢iving peouniary rewards
for their deatraction, in consequence of
which bounties 22,417 wild beasts and 417,
600 venomous snakes are officislly returned
s haviog been destroyed in 1886, Mean.
time English sportsmen are keeping up the
pursuit of wild animals, in which they have
hean assiduously engaged for a centary
pas .
1'rom every direotion, therefore, the beasts
of prey are attaoked by man and civiliz.
ation, so that their prastical exterminatlon
has bec me a question of time only, though
plainly it must be a long time, wheress
under the old Hindoo and Mohammedan
dynastios they enjoyed comparative immun-
h'%; S0 far a8 we {uﬂw. no rewards were
offered then for their destruction, and they
were huoonted merely to obtain living wild
animals for the menageries of the native
potentates, who delighted in the fights of
wild beaste,

But in this wholesale destruction, wild
birds and game desirable to preserve are in-
cluded, so that in 15879 a law for

THE PFROTECTION OF WILD ELEPHANTS

Dufferin and his Legislative Council proinul-
gated a new game law of more general appli-
cation, The wanton slaughter of wild
elephanta had been carried to such anextent
that it seemed as if the species might become
extinct in India, as the buffilo is becoming
in this country. There had also been a
great inorease in the mortality among tame
elephants employed for mili purposes,
plrtiunllrlr during the protrac‘ed cam

of the Mutiny of 1857, the elephant, despite
his huge strength, being of delicate con.
stitution, and reqiuring more care than he
could receive in such campaigning. The
consequence was that the price of elephants
more than doubled, and as tame elephants
do not breed in captivity the only source of
further supply lay in the capture of the wild

animals,
Therefore, in 1879 a law was to pro-
tect the wild elephants from hunted for

the sake of their ivory, and to require the
professional hunters of elephants to take out
a license, under which the Government has
the first choioe of all newly captured animals
for its military purposes. The law of Lord
Dafferin, enacted last year, bears a general
likeness to our own game laws, provides for
a close or breeding season, and protects
many insectivorous birds as valuable allies
of the farmer, and also the fowl, which
is regarded as a sacred bird in many parts
of India.
