Narrative ot the Nnfferings of the Burvi.
vors—The Captuin Remained Behind.

A Duluth despatoh says: A letter has
been reoceived from a survivor of the lost
steamer Manistee. He says they en-
ocountered a very heavy gale from the
southweat, and about 20 miles out the ves-
86l broke in two. The life boats were
taken ont, but before they were launched
all but one were awept away in the storm,
and only nine persons who were on the
boat allowed to get in the remaining boat.
They had a terrible time after the steamer
went down. 'Lhere was nothing but the
wide expanse of water before them. They
rolled around on the turbulent waters,
oold, wet, and hungry, three days, and one
by one dropped off, death having come to
their relief. Some froze to death, some

died from exhaustion and exposure. They

Mrs. Alexander Sullivan, the wife of the
President of the American Irish National
