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Butter Prices Reach Limit

Mr. J. A. Ruddick, of Ottawa, the
Dominion Dairy Commissioner, says:
““The present high price of butter in
the cities and towns of Canada is
just about the limit which can be
charged by the producers iin this
country. Any further rise in prices
would be met by importations of
butter from Denmark or other Euro-
pean sources, which can profitably be
placed on the market here at about
30 cents per pound. Consequently the
fears of city dwellers that the ruling
winter price might be as high as 50
cents per pound are groundless.
There is a plentiful supply of dairy
products in Europe this year, and
the effect of the high prices now pre-
vailing in Canada has already re-
sulred in considerable exportation to
(Canada. I believe that as the sea-
son advances imports of butter will
inerease, and the result will be to
effectnally prevent any exorbitant
price in Caaada this winter. The rul-
ing price of butter in London now is
2{¢. per potnd. It can be sent aec-
ross the Atlantic and marketed here
with a fair margin of profit at an
additional ecost of five or six cents
per pound.’”

TO BE HELD ON FEB. 5, 6 AND
7, AT OTTAWA.

A meeting of the Executive Com-
mittee of the Natipnal Live Stock
Association was held on Thursday,
November Tth, at the office of the
Live Stock Commissioner, Ottawa,
to consider the calling of the next
convention of that body. The meet-
ing was attended by the President,
Hon. John Drvden, Toronto, Ont.,
the Viece President, Mr. Robt. Ness,

Howick, Que. ; Messrs. G. A. Gig-
ault, Quebec, Que.; Arthur John-
ston, Greenwood, Ont., and J. G.

Rutherford, Live Stock Commission-
er. Owing to illness the secretary,
Mr. Westervelt, was unable to be
present. The Hon. Sydney Fisher
attended the meeting during the
early part of the day.

Arrangements were made for the
holding of the next convention at
Ottawa, on Februnary 5th, 6th and
Tth next. These dates were selected

so as to permit the breeders from
Western Canada and also from the
Maritime provinces to attend the

meeting of the cattle, sheep and
swine associations, most of which
will ke held at the end ol January,
and during the first few days in Feb-
ruary, as also the Horse Show and
meetings of the Horse Bresders’ As-
sociations which are arraaged for
the week following.

A programme for the convention
was informally discussed but :not
definitely arranged. A number of
subfects will probably be dealt with,
but it ig likely that the prineipal
discussion will be on the advisabil-
ity of amending the regulations gov-
erning the admission to Canada of
pure bred stock. It.is alsv propos
ed to take up and discuss the best
means of retaining for our Canadian
breeders the Canadian market for

The Reeve stated that the  first
business would be to take up the
question of closing the road on Ilot
19, con. 5..

The artesian supply is more of-,
ten from deep underground ~ riv-
ers, and is not purified by passing
through sand. Well water is gener-
ally hard ; artesiap, soft water. As
to germ growth it will follow P-l:ll-l
luted water to the filters and go
through with its food. A pure water
of any kind, bhard, soft or lake,
starves noxious germs, a Very ma-
terial difference. From reading these
higher authorities I am more then
ever convinced that a filter is at best
only & poor apology, a makeshift, a
fraud. I would certainly with you,
like to see this subject fairly and free-
ly discussed.
