Quinton and his at Manipur,
says: “The British troops attacked the

The letter also contain-
the lollowing: *'I dee regret the ead
event,which was wholly due to the rash-
ness and the indiscretion of the British
officers.”

A second letter recelved at Slmla says
the surviving British subjects, with the
exception of the clerk and interpreter, were
liberated before the demand made by the
British government for their release had
been recelved.

Lord Lansdowne, viceroy of India, in
forwardiog the two letters to Enzland,says
he fears iv is true that the officers were
kllled, but that it Is evident the story was
concooted to shisld the Manlpur regent.

London, April 13.—The Iatest advices
from India concerning the masscre at
Manipur are tha: Commissioner Quinton
was decapitated and his body horribly
hacked, the limbs being afterwards thrown
outaside the city walls, where they were
devoured by dogs. Two officers whose
names are not given and a bugler were
speared by the Kukis, and Mr. Grimwood
the British political agent at Manipur, and
two other officers were shot. The bodies
of all the yictims were brutally mutilated
and afterwards thrown over the walls of
the city, as in the case of the unfortunate
commissioner. Theremains of two officers
who were killed daring the fight were
treated in a similar maoner. A large
reward has been offsred fcr the capture of
the regent of Manipur.
