Oar correepondent, who has been re-
eruiting his heslth on the Hudson river
(sfter a year’s dissipation in Toroato), sends
as the following Interssting and historical
reminiscences:

Tarrytown, or Sleepy Hollow, 1s sliuated
on the east bank of the Hudson river,
twenty-five miles from Nsw York olty, on
the N:w York Cantral rallway, with every
convenience for reachinrg the great Ameri-

dally river boats, carrying a vast nomber
ol passengers. It s the origioal Slsepy
Hollow, the home of Washington Irying
and Washington Irving’s Rip Van Winkle,
Ichebod Crane, Eatrina Van Tassel, ete.
The namo Tarrytown was bestowad upon
tha village by the old Dateh settlers—ihe
ploneers of Naw York state—and was so
called bec:use of its baing the hall-way
stopping or “‘tarrying” p'aze between a
seitlement twenty-ive mlilea north of there
and Naw York clty.

Broadway runs direct from the city and
far away north through “S'nz Slog,”
Poughkeopsls, etc., and s devoted to the
residence of tha wealthlest peopls of the
State, or perhaps the Ualon, many of them
being palatisl in appearance and dimen-
slone, Thera is one great virtne abont the
American h'gh-tones—they doa’t fence
thair beantiful groucds with & dismal six-
foot board fenca, Ia mearly every case the
rasidences are built upon sn elevation of
f:om forty to flity fest, with beauntifally
rounaded turf knobbas,'reach!ng down to the
top of & low atone wall three or feet above
a pretiy sloplog boulsvard, which akirts
tha roadway. The walls are mosrtly cover-
ed with Callfornla or Eaglish ivy or other
crzepers, and the floely graded roadways
wouid do credit to some of our Toronto
streets. F.fteen minu'es afier s heavy
ralnstorm [t would barely soll the wheels

cf the turnouts of these beauty-loviog
militonaires who drive over thla model
Naw York road way.

I had been direci-
ed to the burlal plot of Wash!ngton Irviog,
azd founod on the eide of the hill, enclosed
by private bedge, no leas than thirty-3ix
gravas, all memobers of the Irving family.
