Two days were spant hera in sight-seelng
snd boating on the baautiful river Trent,
and then a trip southward Is arranged.
Tha distanca to Lrighton Buzzard being
aboat 100 miles, we start off in good time,
and the moraing beicg bright and fice,
good progress is made. A few minutes
for dinoer at a gqulet country hotel, atd
we come oat feeling as though we could
ride twice the distance we have to, bul
after climbing a hill two miles in length
oar f:eliogs change a little.

THE CONCERT BEOKEN.,

Russia and France Sald to Have Cut Loose
From (ke Qther Poweri.

London, Dec. 6.—A despatch from
Rome to The Pall Mall Gazette says .
Iz is freely stated in diplomatic circles
here that Russia and France have
withdrawn from the concert of the
powers In the European policy to-
ward Turkey and efforts are now be-
ing made to convene a conference of
the European powers in Vienna.

It's Not True.

London, Dee. 7.—Official information
has been received stating that the re-
port that France and Russia had with-
drawn from the European concert rela-
tive to Turkey is wholly unfounded.

The Snltan Demands Said.

Constantinople, Dec. 6.—The Forte
hars made a demand upon the British
Embassy for the surrender of Salid
Pasha, President of the Counci]l of
Siate and formerly Grand Vizler, who
has taken refuge in the embassy be-
cause he feared arrest, Iif nothing
worse, if he complied with the Sultan’'s
command that he reside in the palace,
The demand has been refused by Sir
Philip Currie, British Ambassador,
and Sald Pasha is still under the pro-
tection of the embassy.

The former Governor of Hadjin, who
while occupying that post a few weeks
ago threatened to burn the Christlan
corvent at that place, has been pro-
moted to the more important post of
Governor of Tarsus.

Belilsh Embassy Sarrounded,

London, Dee. 6.—The Standard will
to-morrow  publish a despatch from
Constantinople saylng that the British
Embaszsy la surrounded by slrong pa-
trols. The despatch adds that it would
require columns to explain the elrcums-
stances that led to Sald Pasha's seek-
ing refuge In the Embassy and the
poesible consequences of hls step, but
that It is suficlent to say that he was
lately invited to resume the Grand
Viziernte and that on his refusal he
was Imprisoned for a week In a tower
within the precincts of the Ylldiz Pal-
ace, It is obvious that the reasons in-
duecing him to take the grave step
must have been most imperative, since
by seeking foreign protection he ren-
ders his life worthless should he qult
the Embassy, except with an English
escort, for the purpose of embarking
on & forelgn ship. The fact that the
favorite of the whole Turkish nation
as opposed to the palace cligue has
chosen the British Embassy for a re-
fuge, glves Sir Philip Currie an ad-
vantage that he would be foollsh to
let slip without fully profiting thereby.
The nearest parallel to the present in-
cident was when Sir A, Layard, in
Madrid, dressed Marshal Serrano as
a lacquey and drove with him in his
own carriage. If the present incident
is adroitly turned it may end once for
al]l the miserable palace regime.

sald Fasha's Flight

London, Dec. 6.—The representative
of the United Press in Constantinople,
telegraphing under Yyesterday's date,
gives some details of the flight of Sald
Pasha from the Yildiz Palace and his
seeking refuge at the British Embassy.
At 6 o'clock yesterday morning Tew-
fik Pasha, who was formerly Turkish
Ambassador to Germany, but who Is
now Minister of Foreign Affairs, a post
held a short time ago by Said Pasha,
called on Sir Philip Currie, the BEritish
Ambassador, and sought to prevail
upon him to refuse Said Pasha the
hospitality of the Embassy. It was
evident that the Sultan was anxious
to have Sald Pasha driven from his
place of refuge, so that he might be
compelled by force, if necessary, to
take up his residence in the Yildiz
Palace, which, it is generally belizved,
even by Said Pasha himself, would
be simply a preliminary to his lmn-
prisonment or something worse. Tew-
filr Pasha was unable to convice 3ir
Philip Currie that it was the proper
thing to place Said Fasha in a posi-
tion where the Sultan, if he were s0
disposed, could wreak vengeance upon
him, but he diplomatically refrained
from giving a flat refusal to Tewfik's
request. He told the Foreign Minis-
ter that Said Pasha was not willing to
leave the Embassy at present, and as
he was his guest it would be against
every rule of hospitality and courtesy
to ask him to leave. Tewfik Pasha
then retired to convey to his royal mas-
ter the answer of the British Ambas-
gador.

The representative of the TUnited
Press says that the Ambassadors of
the several powers, at a meeting held
by them Thursday afternoon, lengthily
discussed the position of affairs. What
decigion, if any, was arrived at, is not
known, but after the meeting the opin-
jon was freely expressed by officials
of all the Embassies that the climax
of the crisis was near, and that de-

cisive action by the powers might soon °

be looked for. None of the officials
would commit himself to a definite
statement as to what form this action

would take.
