THE TRANSPORTATION ROUTES

.

The increase inm volume of the grain-
conveying trade by the Parry Sound
and Midland-Grand Trunk railway
rouies continues to excite the uneasy
interest of the Toronto papers. Be-
cause western grain brought on big
lake vessels seeks the shortest and
cheapest routes to eastern markets and
to tide-water, and thesa routes do not
kappen to pass through Toronto. or is
oot bandled again at ihat place, Lbhe
Toronto papers and politicians are
grievously alarmed. The World, for
instance, is writing up a prgiccied raid
on fthe Trovimeial and Dominion
.trmuriubl to build a double irack air
line railway from Collingwood to To-
ronto, with “peceasary terminals in the
¢ity” to couvey most quickly and cheap-
ly, it i8 claimed, grain cargoes from
Georgian Bay vessels to Lake Ontario
and St. Lawrence vessels assembled in
Toeroato harbor. “The whole country ™
remarks the World, “will be behind
“any project that reduces the cost of
“any transportation. Toronto will
* receive the support of the North-west
“as well as of Ontario in any elforts
“it may make to reduce the cost of
“carrying grain to the seaboard.”
How very kind and public-spirited,
and enterprising and generous To-
ronto B with provinecial apd Dominion
fands to comstruct cheap through lines
and expensive terminals in, for and
through Toromto. But would tkere
not be a different tune if it were pro-
posed. for instance, to ask for two or
three millions to double track and im-
prove the  Midland route—say from
Midland City, the best and deepest har-
bor on Georgian Bay—through Lindsay
to eay Belleville, — where tranship-
ment could be made to St. Lawrence
boats if found desirable? Could not
a much stronger case be made out for
a project of this kind? Would it not
receive {be support of the whole pro-
yvioce and all the North-west more
promptly and heartily than the Toronto

route ? And yet, if we were to dnmnn—l

strate its superiority in every way, the |
Midland route would not receive a |
tittle of support from most of the To-
ronto papers, merely because the grain |
cargoes would not be dumped intoeast- |
going vessels huddled in their dirty
little bay.

Toronto is waking up, hnwavnr. and
s preparing plans to get a Dominion
half-million or so spent on improving
its harbor [facilities. There is no
doubt on general public grounds To-
ronto harbor should be greatly im-
proved in many ways. It was system-
atically neglected during the conserv-

receptacle for the city sewage. It
would be unwise to spend public money
on harbor improvements that would be
steadily depreciated in value by the un-
sanitary conditions that Torontonians
permit and appear to enjoy in connac-
tion with the bay, but which to most
oulsiders are “rank and smell to hea-
ven.” L -

'We had occasion to allude recently

‘to the parochial spirit displayed by

the Toromto papers in discussing the
transportation question, and in fact any
provincial project that does not directly
benefit Toronto. We are bound to say
that the Globe has been reviewing the
transportation problem in a broader
spirit. It has pointed out that Montreal
“ must be the national port, in equipp-
“ ing which with the best modern im-
“ provements the whole country is
“most interested. Not in the imterest of
“Montreal but in (he interest of
“ the great mass of producers of Canada,
“that port must be provided with ter-
“minal facilities sufficient f{or the
“rapidly expanding business of the
“country ; the pilotage dues shonld be
* lessened, or evan cut :n two ; the chan-
“nel of Lthe lower St. Lawrence should

' ““be deepened, straightened, swept and

“as well buoyed as the St. Mary's river
“which connects Lake Superior with
“ the lower lakes, and where the buoys !

“ are so numerous that the most ntnpul
“captain could not run his ship ooa

“ rock or shoal unless he shut hiseyes;
“and everything else should be dome

“{o attract new lines and tramp steam-

“ers to do our business.” ;

(That is the proper and the patriotic
view. These sentimemts are what we
should have expected from the Glabe,
speaking for the whole country. Im-
provements on a lange scale in harbor
and terminal {acilities must be prompt-
Iy made at Montreal, and the channel
to the sea must be greatly improved, if
Canada is to have its share of the grain
conveying trade. As a result of im-
provements already made, and the en-
terprising and vigorous policy waf
Mr. Hays, the new Grand Trunk man-
ager, there has been an increased grain
shipment of twenty million bushels this
season. It is a business that will expand
enormously in value. It is gratifying
to find that the present Dominion jgov-
ernment appreciates the importance
and magnitude of the work, and have
adopted an energetic and progressive
policy. We may feel assured
that by wise and liberal ex-
penditure they will prepare for the
great result that may be confidently
expected. But Montreal should
do its share. There is enormous wealth
in Montreal; that city should follow
the example of Buffalo in providing

| beiter terminal facilities if it wishes

to rise equal to the great occasion and
to secure a large proportion of the enor-
mous trade volumes pouring from the
west down to the sea.

With proper terminal fac..ilies at
Montreal the already large conveying
trade by the Midland route will ba en-
ormously increased. Mr. Hays has been
guietly making extensive improvem~nts
at Midland, Lindsay and other places
along the line to provide for the enlarg-
ed business, which we should not be
surprised to see quadrupled in another
year or two. . The Midland-Lindsay
route is just as advantageous in every
way as the Parry Sound route. All
it reguires is proper terminals and
some grade improvements, and thenio
work it for all it is worth. That appears
io be Mr. Hay's policy, and he is
evidently going to carry it out with
