Tuder the Modern Lavws of War These
Thinzs Are Rareed.

The “laws of war” as at preseni for-

mulated by civilized nations forbid the

use of poison against the enemy: mur-

der by treachery, such as assuming ithe .
r - " |
nniform or displaying the flag of a

foe; the murder of those who have sur-
rendered, whether upon conditions or
at diseretion; declarations that no quar-
ter will be given to an enemy; the use
of such arms or projectiles as will cause
unnecessary pain or suffering to an
enemy; the abuse of a flag of truce to

gain information concerning an enemy’s .

position; all unnecessary destruction of
property. whether public or private.

They also declare that only fortified
places shall be besieged, open cities or
villages not to be subject Lo siege or
bombardment; that pul';Ij{'. building=s of
whatever character, whether belong-
ing to the church or state, shall be
spared; thai plundering by privale
soldiers or their officers shall be con-
sidered 1madmissable; that prisoners
shall be treated with common human-
ity; that the personal effects and pri-
vale properiy ol prisoners, excepling
their arms and ammunition, shall be
respected; Lthat the populaiion of an
enemy’s country stall v econsulered to
be exempt {rom L -rlicipation in the
war unless by hostile aoctz they pro-
voke the ill will of the enemy ; that
personal and family honor. and the re-
ligious convietions of an invaded peo-
ple, shall be respecied by the invade
ers, and that a.{l pillage by regular
troops or their followers shall be striet-
1y forbidden.
