facilities for Lhe sale of the fruit ju
Great Britain, and are disposed tomake
an effort to introduce and expand the
trade in Canadian tomatoes.  The Can-
adian fruit is known to be much suUper-

ior in flavor and solidity 1o what is jim- |

ported from the Mediterranean.
