As-it is quite easy for a musician to
draw in his breath between the phrases
of the music, but impossible for him
to expel air without overblowing hisin-
strument, it fellows that the instru-
ments that require the least expendi-
ture of breath are the more injurious,
for the reason that the player must
hold his breath for long intervals.

Thiz is the ecase with both the [lute
and the oboe.

The increase of vaccination in 1805 13
accounted for by the fact that towards
the close of that year the epidemie
which had prevailed throughoutr Wesi-
ern Europe made its appearance in
Gloucester. In January, 1896, there
were fifty cases. There bad eonly been
thirty in the whole of the previous
year. Then began a race betwecn the
City Council and the epidemic. One
temporary building was erected after
another to provide isclation arrange-
ments. By March it seemed as  though
smallpox would paralyze the commerce
of the eity. The

had become known ouiside, anda boy-
cott was proclaimed against the ecily.
The threatened financial catastrophe

led to thecitizens appealing to the City |

Council to take mmmediale steps to
arrest the epidemic. The Gloucester
doctors, in meeting assembled, declar-
ed that the only possible measures were
the isolation of those attacked, and the
vaccination and revaccination of those
who were not protected against the
disease. The advice was acted upon.
The Board of Guardians rescinded t(helr
former resolution, and ordered the en-
forcement of the wvaccination laws.
From first to last upwards of 36,000
vaccinations and revaccinations were
effected. By the end of July the epi-
demic was stamped out of existence.
It is not to be wondered at that Glou-
cestershire has established a societly
the object of which is *“to counteract
“the mischievous efforis so persistent-
