There is lillle doubt regarding the Em-
perors  sincere  desire to
bureaueralic methods and invite the
cordial, healfhy eco-operation of his sub-
jecls in the noble task of governing this
greal ceunlry. The logical course in
such circumslances would seem io lie in
the formalion of a Cabinet recruited
from the popular elements. There is
considerable talk of such a Ministry.

THE NEW PRIME MINISTER.

A despalch from St. Pefersburg says:
The official announcement that Premier
Witle's resignalion had been accepied,
coupled with the statement thal former
Minister of the Interior Goremykin
would suceeed him, was made on Wed-
nesday. M. Goremykin's elevalion to
the Premiership crealed amazement.
He is nol only regarded as a reaclionist,
but the general opinion is that he is nol
equal to the {ask of facing the coming
Crisis.

AN UNRELENTING ENEMY.

M. Goremykin. the new Premier, was
exposed by Witte in 1809, and since
then has been the reliring Premier’s un-
relenling enemy. Al that time the for-
mer Minister of the Interior made a re-
port to the Emperor to the effect that
the slories of famine and suffering
which were said to exist in cerlain Pro-
vinces were unlrue. Witle—then Min-
ister of Finance—thereupon produced
documenls to prove that the conditions
in the interior were as they had been

While for some lime past
he has been called a Liberal, il was only
in contrasl with such men as \on
PPlehve and M. Sipiaguine, the lale In-
{erior Minister.

The new Premier comes [rom a noble
but not prominent family of Novgorod
Provinee, where his eslales are situ-
aled. They are nolad especially for lhe
excellence of lheir cows and their dairy
products, which are senl lo Sl Pelers-
burg. In fact M. Goremykin praclically
supplies the capital wilh milk.

AFTER WITTE COMES DELUGE.

The St Pelersburg correspondent of

the London Daily Telegraph again pre-
dicts lhat serious

says lthe aulocracy is resolved lo make
anolher delermined stand for existence,
cost what it may, and in preparalion for
possible consequence eight more quick-
firing guns have been sent to Moscow,
bringing the total there to 32.
