On September I2th, 1907, the Qe

The woman
lived in Nebraska, and was on a visit
to her relatives. Mr. Hogg called her
son and relatives, who were present,
and told them that the accident was
unavoidable, so far as he was con-
cerped, that he was in no way to
blame, but that he felt great sym-
pathy for all parties, and said that
he would pay all the expenses with-
out prejudice to the rights of any
person, and he did so. The husband
of the deceased brought the action
in his own name, claiming $10,000.
Before the action was brought Mr.
Hogg gave plaintiff to understand
that although he was not liable, it
had been his intention to do some-
thing for the family, but he was not
able to get into negotiations. Some
