London, April 6.—The Times to-
day has the following despatch: “"At
sea, April 5, by wircless telegraphy
via Wei-Hai-Wei.--1 bhave been cruis-
ing in the vicinity of Port Arthur
for fifty hours. The situation is ex-
traordinary, inasmuch as there has
been no evidence of hostilitics be-
yond the searchlight on the Golden
Hill fort at night. I have scen noth-
ing of the vessels of ecither of the
belligerents, and thers has been no
sign, night or day, since Sunday, or
even the scout boats. I regard this
as a most unusual state of things,
quite different to former experiences
of cruising in these waters. I have
seen large flotillan of junks steering
northwest, their destination presum-
ably being Liautishat, and their ob-
jeet the victualling of Port Arthur,

Huse Watts Jap.

Paris, April 6.—<The St. Petersburg
correspondent of The Echo de FParis
says that the Russian general stall
is convinced that the Russians will
await a Japanese attack on the
right bank of the Yalu, which they
are busily fortifying at its mouth.
A remarkable bridge has been con-

‘The
mandarins are an exception to this
peneral rule, as they are trying to
carrv water on both shoulders. As
their conduct is passive, it does the
Russians no harm.”’

The correspondent says the rail-
road works regularly.

“Sentries are posted at the bound-
ary and are doing duty in the neut-
ral zone dividing China and Man-
churia. The weather is warm and the
rivers are open. In Port Arthur all
is quiet and the inhabitants have
become accustomed to a state of

war.

Chicago, April 6.—In the municipal
election yesterday the Republicans
elected 18 aldermen, the Democrats
16, and one independent Republican.

THE G. T. P. CHANGES

Sir Wilfrid Fully Discusses the
Railway Project.

EXPLAINED MODIFICATIONS.

Mr. Borden Preposes An Amendmeni
Coendemuing the Flan of the UGevers-
ment—Says the PFrepesal Weald
Be Fatal te Any BSretem of
Sate-Owned Rallways Is
the West,

Ottawa, April 6,—The ratification
of the amended Grand Trunk Pacific
agreement was moved yesterday by
Sir Willrid Laurier, and the House
entered with spirit once more upon
a discussion of the National Trans-
continental Railway. The Premier's
speech was of an hour's duratiom,
and was remarkable for its states-
manlike grasp and concise presenta-
tion of the details of the changes in
the agreement. Sir Wilfrid was in
happy form, and though the subject
was nearly exhausted last session,

he threw the new interest into it
which i{ts importance warranted. He
sald there wore many. features of the
transportation problem pressing for
solution, but another transcontin-
ental railway was of first import-
ance at the present time, The eas-
tern section, in his judgment, was
just as much necded as the western
division. He bantered the Opposi-
tion on their attitude 1o the
“mountains of information,’”” and
sald that if they would 2ot
come to the mountain, the
mountain could not to them.
He added to the information
on the northern regions by quoting
from the storv ol a Jesuit explorer,
as published in 1671 in the Jesuit
Relations. This early voyageur Tro-
ported very favorably on the soil of
northern Qucbec and the James Bay
basin.

When the Opposition saw the nar-
row extent of the modifications ask-
ad for, Sir Wilfrid remarked, amid
cheers of his followers, they
were surprised at the moderation of
the Grand Trunk. He then explain-
ed in detail the changes made, and
justified the action of the Govern-
ment in vielding to some of the re-
gquests of the company. The Prem-
ior was listened to with intense in-
terest by both sides of the House,
and was frequently cheered by his
followers,

The Opposition Leader.

Mr. R. L. Borden replied to Sir
Wilfrid in & specch of three hours
and forty minutes. He attacked the
Government for having rejected the
Opposition’s amendment last fall, on
the ground that the contract could
not be altared, and then reopening it
and not making the changes they
had proposed. He gave a revised
estimate of the cost to the country,
placing the amount at $150,000,000,
or $171,000,000 if the bonds seel at
only 90. He denied that the Opposi-
tion were hostile to the G.T.R., but

‘ saw no use in granting public money

without security that it would not
be used to develop an American port,
His dissatisfaction with the amend-
ed contract led him to mpove &an
amendment, in which he declared for
a svstem ol national transportation
which would include:

(1.) The immediate construction
and control by the Dominion of such
lines of railway in the west to the
Pacific as the enormous umporiance

/ and increasing development of the

great western country require.

2.) The extension of the Inter-
colonial Railway to the Georgian
Bay, and thence 10 Winnipeg, and
the extension and improvement in
the Province of Quebec and in the
Maritime Provinces of the Govern-
mental system.

(3.) The development and im-
provement of our canals and inland
waterways, and the thorough and
efficient equipment of our na=
tional ports and terminals
on the Atlantic and Pacilic, as well
as on the St. Lavwrence and on the
great lakes.

(4.) Tha thorough
exploration and survey of the coun-
try between Quebec and Winnipeg,
with a view to the future construc-
tion of such lines of railway as may
be found in the public interests.

A[r. Sifton moved the adjourn-
ment of the debate, and the House
adjourned at 10 o'clock.
