PRAISE FOR THE COLONIALS.

Lord Roberts Enlagizes the Work of Gen,
Hutton's lrlhl;-—l-ﬂnl on o
Mafrkiog- Geans. Hunter and Paget
Jolued Hauds Near Warrenten

London, May 8. — Lord Roberts
reports to fhe War Qffico in a de
spatch dated Sinaldeel, Mav 6, after-
noon, as follows:

“We crossed the Vet River this
morning, and are now encamped at
Smaldeel Junction. The enemy is in
full retreat towards Zand River and
Kroonstadt.

“*The turning movement was made
by the Mounted Infantry just before
dark yesterday. It wus a very dash-
ing affair. The Canadians, New South
Wales, New Zealand Rifles and
Queensland Mounted Infantry vied
with each other in the determination
to close with the enemy.

“Captain Anley of the Essex
ment, commanding the Third Infant-
ry Battalion, behaved in a very gal-
lant manner.

“The naval guns and the artillery
Inade excellent practice, particularly
two D-inch guns uscd for the first
time with this force.

““We captured a Maxim and 25 pris-
oncers.  Our casualties are very few,
only 15 wounded, 1 killed and 8
missing."*

MOVIXG OX TO MATEKING.

Gens. Funter unnd Paget Joined Hands
XNear Warrrnton.

London, May 8.—The War . Office
has received the following despatch
from Lord Roberts, dated Smaldeel,
May 7, 10.55 a m.:

““General IHunter, after defeating
the enemy May 4, joined hands with
Faget near Warrenton. The enemy
left 13 killed and wounded on the
ground, and we captured several pris-
gners. Our losses were slight.

““The enemy have retired from the
front of Thabanchu, and the exceed-
ingly strong position they held is
now occupied by Rundle's division.””

SOME FURTHER DETAILS,

How Winhury Was Cap ured and HEow
Tolonials Rashed 158 Tets

london, May 8.—A special ces-
patch from BSmaldeel, dated 9.45 p.
m., Sunday, May 6, gives details of
the occupation of Winburg by the
Nritish, It says: “"News has just
come here that Gen. Haomiiton is giv-
ing the Boers no rest, and that they
are falling back burriedly. He en-
tered Winburg to-dny after a brisk
fight, in which the Boers fell back so
quickly that one of their guns, in ad-
dition to a Maxim, was abandoned."*

The same despatch, describing the
crossing of the Vet River by the Bri-
tish, says: “The Boer forces en-
trencired on the opposite bank pre-
pared to contest the crossirg., Our
guns were brought into play and a
terrific shell fire was direcled on the
Boer lines. At the same time the
Queenslanders, under a heavy fire.
dashed across the river, and, advanc-
ing in the open, completely turned
the Boer right. It was dusk, but
nothing ¢ould stop the gallant Aus-
tralians. They pushed on again, seiz-
ed a commanding kopje and by bril-
liant movements and continuous fire
drove off the enemy in the darkness.
‘I'he first gleam of dawn this morning
found the enemy in full flight and our
men after them, and by 9 o'clock this
morning we entered this important

strategic point.”
Lecovunisance Frem lNo<hol,

A despatch from Boshof, dated Fri-
doy, May 4, says Gen. Methuen made
a reconnaissance from there the day
previous to the nelighborhood of Sjart-
koppies Fontein and located the
Doers’ laager. After an unimportant
exchange of fire the Dcers removed
their laager. A fairly strong force
of Boers was seen moving north-
wards. Gen. Methuen then returned

to Boshol.
Boers Loat Farty Killed,

Smaldeel, May 7.—The British ar-
rived here without opposition. Thae
DBoers’ last train left late Saturday
night. The Boer losses rpaftrdly on
the west flank were 40 killed. Their
rear guard remains behind kopjes, 10
miles distant. Their is much railway
forage and corn here. It is stated
that the Boers arc retreating towards
Kroonstadt. The Zand River bridge
is reported to have been destroyed.

ELOQUENT ADMIRATION.

Daseription of the Canadian Troeps om
the Occaslon of Thelir Eniry Inte
the Free State Capital

London, May 8. — The Morning
Standard correspondent, describing
the capture of BDloemfontein, refers to
the entry of the Canadians: They
are fine, strapping fellows, broad-
shouldered, clean-limbed and blue-
eved. They swing past with an easy
stride and a free gait, conscious of
the strength and pride brought them
from the lakes and mountains of
fManada. Their bhools were out at
the toes, stockings unaarned, Dreecn-
es torn, then mended and torn agam,
but every tatter and every stain was
an honor to those sons from over
the sea, who have marched shoulder
Lo shoulder with regiments of long
and great tradition.

Latest From Mufeking.

London, May 8.—Lady Sarah Wil-
son wires from Mafeking, under dato
of April 22, as follows:

““The situation is unchanged. The
gurrison is at there Dbeing
no sign of relief, but is as determined
as ever to deprive the Boers of a
crowning triumph on the western
border.

fore the British, except on the Natal
frontier and at Mafeking, to the in-
ner circle of their defense. They ap-
pear determined not to fight wuntil
the Kroonstadt hills are reached.
Lord BRoberts is expected to do an-
other forty or filty miles, and then
to wait for time, in order to bring up
supplies and to repair the railway.
There are one or two hints in the
despatches from the front that he
may rest for a few days at Smaldeel.
Gen. French's 10,000 cavalry have
nol been mentioned in the afficial or
unofficial despatches for four days.
It i= by no means likely that he is
idle, and the conjecture is that he is
either detouring toward Kroonstadt

ar raiding the Ladvbrand district.
Fifteen thousand

As the deadlock at
Warrenton has been broken, and the
Boers are retrealing there is nothing
formidable except distance between
Warrenton and Mafeking. The most
bhopeful advices from Mafeking on
April 22 were that the garrison
would be barely able Lo hold out
for a month. At that time the fever
was spreading.

According to advices from Maseru.
Basutoland, several thousand Free
Staters are north of Ladybrand,
where they have collected great
herds. The district is rich in food
for men and horses, and the Boers
seem resolved not to move north-
ward, but to be preparing to resist
where they are. If they are let alone
they will menace the line of commun-
ications after the main Dritish army
has passed into the Transvaal.

IL.ord Roberis and Lord Kitchener
personally directed the artillery in
the Vet River engagement.

SBix thousand four hundred and fif-
ty-cight troops are now at sea on
their way (o South Africa.
