Colonial Secretary Says Attacks
on the Queen Must Cease.

THE NEW TRIPLE ALLIANCE,

His Strong Words With Refercnce te the
Sacredness of Her Mnajesty Chesred
to the Echo=Anglo-Sazxon and Tea-
tounic Races In Essential Unity

London, Dec. 1.—Mr. Joseph Cham-
berlain, the Secretary of State for
Colonies, in a speech at a luncheon
at Leicester yesterday, suid that -ever
since the great split in the Liberal
party he had found himself a mark
for the slanders and misrepresenta~
tions of the *‘baser sort of politi-

cians.” But, he added, he had
found compensation in the generous
appreciation of the majority of his
countrymen.

Continuing, Mr. Chamberlain said
he was deeply gratified that the for-
eigzn relations of Great Britain were
so satisfactory and he asserted that
country owed a debt of gratitude to
Lord Salisbury for the great im-
provement in Great Britain's posi-
tion. It was especially gratifying, he
pointed out, to note the friendly re-
lations existing between the Anglo-
=axon branches, saying that the un-
derstanding between the United
States and Great Dritain was indeed
a guaranice of the peace of the
world, This statement was greeted
wilh cheers.

Mr. Chamberlain further remarked.
that Great Britain should not re-
main isolated in Europe and her na-
tural alliance was with the
German Empire. They had had difl-
culties with Germany, but their
terests and sentiments were
saine, and an understanding between
the Teutonic and Anglo- axon races
might do more than any combina-
tion of armies to prescrve the peac.s
