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Here’s an update on COVID-19 cases in Ontario as well as in the greater Kawarthas region.

Today, Ontario is reporting 1,417 new COVID-19 cases, with the average number of daily
cases over the past 13 days decreasing by 5 to 1,334.

Most of the new cases are in Peel (463), Toronto (410), and York (178), with large increases
in Halton (63), Waterloo (54), Hamilton (46), and Durham (40), and smaller increases in
Simcoe Muskoka (25), Wellington-Dufferin-Guelph (23), Ottawa (22), Thunder Bay (20),
Windsor-Essex (17), Southwestern Public Health (14), and Niagara (9).
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
