On the eve of new public health restrictions taking effect across Ontario in an attempt to
reduce the spread of the omicron variant, at least 3,400 active cases of COVID-19 are being
reported across the greater Kawarthas region, with around 28 people currently in hospital
due to the disease.

As of Tuesday (January 4), Hastings Prince Edward Public Health is reporting 1,323 active
cases; Haliburton, Kawartha, Pine Ridge Health Unit is reporting 1,041 active cases; and
Peterborough Public Health is reporting 1,035 active cases.
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
