TO ESTABLISH RURAL DETIVERY
IN THIS TﬂWHEH!F.

Inspectcr Bennett Finds Territory In Downr-
ers Grove Township Favorable,

Service Begins in October.

Geo. Bennett, an inspector of United
States rurnl mail delivery, went over
the proposed route, covering the south-
east quarter of the township. After
carefully looking over the ground. he
expressed himselfl as satisfied that there
waa anflivient support for the route,
and that 1the nnmes on the petition to
Congressmman Hopkins, requesting the
establishmoent of a route represented a
ma jority of the residents in that sec
tion. Six weeks will be required be-
fore the route can be established, and
a carrier appointed. The outlined route
fs sonwth from Hinsdale on the
County line rond to the Jollet road,
thence west to the township line, anld
back on the Plainfield road through
Cass and Lace, down Madison streel to
Hinsdale, Mail service will benefit 118

families, there being one dellvery a
day. This is somewhat different for
the farmer, who now does not go to
the postoflice but once or twloe a week,
and the new service will place him jo
daily touch with the outside world. He
can have his daily paper, more lilera-
tare and more correspondence, as well
as belng able to send mai] orders to the
local merchants each day. The store-
kesper will he benefitted for the gov-
srnment permilts the rural carrier to
contract for the delivery of laundry,
groceries, and anything that will be of
additionul reveaus to him, provided It
in nowise interferes with his official du-
ties. Thus the merchanls may secure
an economieal dally dellvery. The ob-
ject ol this privilege to the carrier s
to make the route sell sustaining, (or
the governmentonly pays §3 a day for
earrier and outlit. The eatablishment
of rural delivery doea not mean the dis-
continuation of the Lace postofllice at
pressnt, though eventually It does.
Whether or not the saystem will be ex-
tended north and west of town depends
upon the success of Roule No. 1.

Open Beason for ﬂruuur. Partridge and
Prairie f:hmhm Opens Saturday,

Open season for game in llinois is as
follows: Planated or ruffle grouse,
prairie chicken, pheasant or partridge,
September 1 to October 1, quail, No-
vemder 1 to December 20; woodcock or
mourniog dove, September 1 to Decem-
ber 1; squirrels, September 1 to Decam-
ber 15; jack soipe, Wilson snipe, sand
snipe or any kind of snipe orany golden
plover, yellow ieg plover, wild goose,
duck, brant, or other watecfowl, Sep-
tember 1 to April 15 of each succeeding
year, Shooting waterfowl altersunset
or before sunrise, is prohibited at any
fime.

Any person violating the game law,
tor ench nnd every offense, shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and
on conviction shall be lined not less
than $15 or more than $30, and costs of
suit, and shall stand comitted to the
