DAMAGE IN OTHER PLACES.

Meonday Wase a Day of Big Fires in
Many Paris of the Ugited Bintes—Bt.
lLoulw, Me. Saffers Hanviest Fiaaswvlal
Loss.

Fires Monday practically wiped out
the town of Memphis, Ind., destroyed
the business section of Bismarck, Mo.,
andd a pumber of residences; awept
clear two blocks of lce houses and
sheds in Si. Louis, Mo.; laid low a large
jron plant In that eity, and wrecked
a blg planing mill at Nashville, Tean.,
entalling in those four cities a prop-
erty loss estimated at more than $590,-
084. Other cities to suffer from fires
were Kansas City, Kas, where one
square of buildings was burned, with
n loss of $50,000, and Spring Lake,
Mich., where several buildings were
destroyed, the damage being over §18.-
0040,
The entire village of Memphis, a
place of 500 residents, located thirty-
five milles south of Seymour, Ind., was
desiroyed, and mapy of the people
are without shelter or food. The
property loss is over §150,000. Several
hundred persons were sheltered In
farmhouses and barns, but scores were
compelled to remain up all night for
lack of shelter. Women and children
sulfered, and few secured anything to
eaat. A train from Jeffersonville took
out several hundred sightseers and a
number of these carried baskets of pro-

vislons, which relleved the hunger of |

some of the crying childrea.

Hismarck. Mo.. a clty of 1000 in-
habltants. was almost destroyed by
fire. There were no moans of fAght-
ing the Are, and the inhabltants were
helplesa to stay the fames, which
swept on until foreed to stop by lack
of materinl. The Ilron Mountain rall-
road divides the town., and the wesl
side escnped.

An appeal 1o Joliet, 1., for Are en-
gimes from Mipooka = town of 0
inhabitants eleven miles west of Jo-
llet, caused the report of the entire
destruction of that village.
