‘lage ‘and the work of village improve-
ment socleties may rightly be classed
among the timely topica of this decade,
says W. F. McClure In the Bt. Louls

Globe-Democrat.

Those who have visited the more pro-
gresslve hamlets will not dispute the
ptatement that In some Important re-
spects the couniry borough may excel
many cities of 8,000 to 10,000 Inhabit-
ants. In the case of public libraries it
is & remarkable fact that scores of cit-
fes the existence of which dates back
a half century are yet without even a
suitable room for public library pur-
poses, while in villages of 600 and 800
inhabitants an adequate public library
i® housed In a sultable bullding devoted
to Its uses exclusively.
many village improvement socletles,
too, should put to shame the accom-
plishments of city councils and cham-
bers of commerce in hundreds of Amer-
lcan cities of the third and fourth class,

As an example with reference to vil-
lage libraries Kingsville, in northeast-
ern Ohio, ls a township five miles
square, one side of the square over-
looking Lake Erle. Its population in
the vicinity of its two little trade een-
ters does not much exceed 700. One of
the trade centers 18 known as Bouth
Kingsville and the one next to the lake
as North Kingsvillee Each haas Its
school, its churches and Its postofiee,
besldes a few small stores. At Bouth
Kingsville, In a shaded spot, Is the lit-
tle public Hbrary. It Is a frame stroc-
ture, bullt at a cost of some $300 or
$400. It Is tastily arranged within and,
best of all, is fAlled with sensible books,
It ia sald that there are fully 4,000 vol-
umes on the shelves, which number 1s
twice the population of the township.

Although much of the progresas of the
country villages Is doe to village im-
provement socleties, In this Instance it
Is a separate object. Each year on the
Fourth of July a celebration is held In
front of the school bullding. The pro-
ceeds of all the lemonade, peanuts and
meals on that day go to the lUbrary
fund. [nstead of spending thelr mon-
ey with vendors In the larger cities not
far distant the citizens pay It In this
way loto a fund for their social better
ment. The recelpts from one Fourth of
July day often run Inte hundreds of
dollars and go a long way loward
paylng the expensea of the year. A 1l
brarian la kept In attendance. The I
brary ts open both afterncon and even-
lng. The currest magazines are always
keght on the table. The library Is not a
metnorial. It s not a gift. It ia by the

years ago was the means
Ing a pocleus for the village
libearien of today. The state prinied
and furnished a circulating Hbrary to
each townahlp, the school directors
having charge of the booka Today
these volumes In the possesalon of the
schogin can be placed In the village 1)
lwaries. In starting a llbrary before
stflictent funds are ralsed to erect a
buflding the township school bullding
cafh be made the bheadquartern. In
some Ipstances the volumes af a de
fonct Mterary moclety form a nucleun
The village publlc Hbrary In many
places la beginning to show a decided
effect for the better vpon the rural
populace.

Katonah, N, Y, offers a good exam-
ple of the accomplishmentas of village
Improvement societies. Here first the
Interest started In a public library and
then lannched Into a wider fleld, with
the ibrary plan aa a department. When
ance the library bmilding was complet-
ed, It became the meeting place for the
committees not only of the soclety, but
for all movements looking toward the
prosperity of a wide sectlon of sur-
rounding country. A debating club and
a chorne club were organized. The
number of books In the llbrary at this
place exceaded 2,000,

Bat the work of village Improvement
societies consista In other than the ed-
neational pursuits. [ts departmenta
cover the planting of ahade treea, the
Improvement of highways and bulld-
ing of sidewalks and the like. In Ka-
tonah many years ago for Katomah e
one of the ploneers In the matter of Its
village improvement society —the early
morning hours would find the citizena
engaged In laying stdewalks to the Iit-
fle churchea. Hoyal oaks were planted
many years ago, and today they are
monuments to the Industry and publie
spiritedness of the residents, Deer
park, in the shape of a triangle, Ia much
admired in Katonah today. It was one
of the first accompiishments of the lm-
provement poclety.

Trees were not only planted on the
village streeta, but were set out beside

" CLEAN STREETS.

VWhat Woemen Can Do In This Line
When They Make Up Thelr Minds.

Last spring a woman who reaides in

Hyde Park, Chicago, actually talked
an improvement soclety into existence.
Bhe 1s Mrs. Joseph Twyman, a promi-
nent member of the Chicago Woman's
¢lub, and nobody can deny that she
used ber linguistic talents to good ad-
vantage.

Mrs. Twyman has learned the value
of well directed speech as a prellmi-
nary to equally well directed actlon,
Bo Mrs. Twyman energetically and
¢onslstently “talked up"” the *“Bouth
Park Improvement assoclation” wuntil
she talked it into actual being—not to
say energetle and purposeful action.
Men, women and children, university
professors and Jlocal business men,
resldents and visltors, householders
and dwellers have been drawn Into the
work of furthering the objects and In-
terests of the assoclation, A member-
ehip list of over fifty rewarded the
first two weeks of enthuslastic effort;
A large number of other admirers and
fdherents have been added slnece that
time,

The streets, alleys and vacant lots of
Bouth Park, ns of much of the Hyde

Park reglon, had been for many months
in a condition best described as Inde-
scribable, Dust, papers, garbage, de-
bris of all kinds, have rendered them
perpetually dingy and disgusting.

The election of a man as permanent
president of the association was one of
the first particulars decided upon by
the half dozen or so of energetic dirt
disgusted Bouth Park women who “put
their heads together” in the beginning.

The establishment of permanpent com-
mittees to see that the diferent depart-
ments of the work are properly carried
on was also seen to be neceasary at a
very early stage of the proceedings.
The crowning polnt of usefulnesas and
businesslike wisdom was felt to be at-
tained with the simultaneous decision
to engage a professional solicitor to
gather In the fees and does of the rap-
idly Increasing members and to appoint
a feminine Inspector for every block
taken under conslderation and care.

“It needa a woman to look after this
part of the work,” these wise students
of street, alley and vacant lot condl-
tions unanimously decided; “only a
woman can be depended upon to take
pains to Inspect and report to the
proper authorities regularly and per
sistently.”

In other words, the housekeeping and
housecleaning |oatinet of the South
Park women was called Inte publie
piervice for the sake of Bouth Park
cleanliness and lmprovement.

The result has been a vast lmprove-
ment In the condition of the streets,
and what the ladles of Bouth Park have
done Ia a hint to women folk In other
localities where thelr services In a slm-
llar cause are sorely needed.

Where Americans Fall Shorti of the
Karopran Standard.

The Muanicipal Art Soclety of New
York proposes to show at the Bt Louls
exposition what a model city ought to
be, says the New York Journal Its
plan la to have an entire block, with
full sized bulldings, lampposta, street
signa, parkwayn, park seails, statuary,
streets amnd sewern, all of ldeal con-
struction.

Mr. Ruckstuhl, the representative of
the soclety, remarks:

“American citlea speem to be satisfled
If they keep sufficiently clean to stave
off epMemica; to beauty they give little
attentlon. New York ls the first city
to awaken to the tendency that oper-
ates In every continental city of Eu-
rope—municipal beautification.™

Mr. Ruckstuhl s undaly fattering.
Most American citlea have not even
reached the point of keeping them-
selvea clean enough to stave off epl-
demica. As to beauty, ovtside of their
park systema, the thing la not merely
neglected, It s completely outside the
range of thelr Imagination.

People who go abroad and see what
haa been done In this direction In Par-
is, Berlin and other European towns
come back with the Idea that the be-
nighted foreignera do some things bet-
ter than we do. Put as most Amert-
eana never go abroad they remaln to-
tally impervious to that notlon.

The model city at the Bt. Louls ex-
position wounld practically glve our
people a foreign tour. It would show
them possibilities of which they have
never dreamed, and, as they are natn-
rally quick of apprehension, this les-
son would soom bear fruit. As the
Centennial exhibition at Philadeiphia
marked the end of the era of rep and
horsehalr forniture and the World's
fair at Chicago transformed our monu-
mental architecture, so the Bt. Louls
exposition, with its model city, may be
expected to bring on & new epoch in
general municipal designing.

We certainly need . No single
thing wounld add more to the comfort
of life.
