The herd of Jersey cows assembled
at the World's Fair at St. Louls to rep-
resent the Jersey breed In the unlversal
dairy test has been inspected and has
been pronounced in perfect condition
and ready to start upon their six
months’ grind on a day's notice,

W. R. S8paon of the Burr Oak Jersey
farm, Dallas, Tex., was the inspector,
and he was thorough In his work. He
passed a week om the Exposition
grounds, and much of the time was
spent in and around the Jersey cattle
barn, and the condition of each Indl-
vidual of the herd of forty cows was
definitely ascertained,

Never was more Intelligent and care-
ful treatment lavished on anlmals. No
athlete was ever better trained for a
contest requiring the development of
speed, skill and endurance than hns
been this berd of Jerseys. When 1t is
known that this herd 1s to compete
with selected herds of Holstelns, SBhort-
horns, Brown SBwiss and Devons, and
the herd making the best score for the
production of butter, milk and cheese
s to establish the standlng of the
various breeds, the lmportance of the
cows beéing In perfect condition may
be understood.

For a solld year the Jerseys have
been in constapt training. Twenty-
five cows will participate In the con-
test. Cows ‘were selected from the
best herds in the United States.

Dr. J. J. Richardson, president of
the Awmerican Jersey Cattle Club, un-
der whose auspices this entry la made,
toured Europe and visited the famed
Isle of Jersey, where the breed origl
nated. Ile was secking the best cows,
but returned satisfied that Europe
could show no cows that were betler
than those bred In America,

Though only twemiy-five cows will
participate in the test, forty cows were
pelected. They were assembled at
Jermeyville, 11, & year ago. This Is
near Bt. Louls, and the cattle bave be-
come acclimated. Last December they
were removed (o BL. Louls. The cows
are the property of individual metmbers
of the club and are loaned for the term
of the test. C. T. Gravea, a Dreeder
at Maltland, Mo, wan selected as the
superintendent to have charge of the
eatls, and he has been highly com-
plimented by [w.

When
the cowa are milked, the milk |a con
vered to a model ereamery In the Ag-
ricaltaral bullding, where it is tested
and made into butter and cheese and
where all records are carefully kept.
The Jersey cattle participated In a
stmilar test at Chicago doring the Co-
lamblan Exposition andl carried off

Baperintendent Graves la sanguine
over the resunit of the present test. He
says that thg Jerseys have alwaye
demonstrated thelr superiority over all
other breeds when placed In competh
tion, and this time they will show to
better advantage than ever. Not only
ia the Jersey milk richer In butter fat
than the milk of any other breed, says
Mr. Gravea, but It ean be produced at
A leas cost. The Jersey cows are the
smallest of the standard breeda, and

“We are going to make all other
breeds take to the wonda after this
test,” sald Mr. Graves.
