The voungsters will hold the center
of the local stage for four ailternoons,
Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and
Thursday, during which time every
child six years of age and under shall
have been weighed and measured.

The Womans Committee of the
State Council of Defenre working un-
der the national council has charge
of the registratyon, weighing, meax-
uring and c¢xamination of the general
health of the babies, Not only Dow-
,mers Grove, but every little village
and every large city of the e untry
is co-operating with the Federal gov-
emnmment in this movement.

Child Welfare has been negeeted in
the United States. Thisn fact was
one of the surprises of the umveirsal
soervice law whereby thousands of
men between twenty-one and thirty-
one were examined for army service,
It was 1ound that a great per cent of
these men were not physically fit and
that corrective measures taken when
they were children would have been
sufficient to insure them health at the
present time. Hence the present reg-
istration which will be carried out
from year Lo year.

Future penerations of Americans
will average better physically, men-
tally and morally it is believed, be-
eause of this move,
