Lady Tweedsmuir was thes former Susan Grosvenor,
wife of Lord Tweedsmuir Canada's G overnor General
from 1935 - 1940, who was John Buchan before he was
titled. When he died in Montrsal she returned to
England. She has writte=n many plays, childrens books
and reminiscences - was an ardent Women's Instituts
manber in England, was made an Honorary Lifs Mambar
of our Fesderated Women's Institutes of Ontario.
She advocated that the branches compile histories of
their own communities across Canada.
