Mrs. Hoodless, a natur o
leader and forceful speaker, m_tmduced the
teaching of domestic science wnlo 0?‘_?/1?671?"?«0
schools and obtained funds for the building
of Macdonald Institute at Guelph.”

The Homestead was purchased by the
Federated Women’s ITnstitutes of Canada v
the period when Adelaide Hunter H oqdlﬁss
lived here. This is a project of all Institutes

A cairn bearing this inseription stands
at the junction of Highways 5 and 24, a half
mile from the Homestead.

Institutes’’.

The N ational Historic Sites and Monu-
ments Board is erecting o plaque in the Fall
of 1961 proclaiming Adelaide Hunter Hood-

less an eminent Canadian.
