COBOURG — Artists of the Colborne Art Gallery are intro-
ducing themselves to the west Northumberland community
through an exhibition at 600 William St. .

For just over three months, five Colborne Gallery artists
will be showcased at the Northumberland County Services
building, bringing local art into a public space and providing
the community with awareness of the Colborne Gallery col-
lective.

“Because I help coordinate the public art shows at 600 Wil-
liam, I thought it would be a good idea to bring in the Col-
borne Art Gallery, said Heather Roy of the gallery and Nor-
thumberland art council member. “It doesn’t have much of
apresence in the Cobourg/Port Hope area and we wanted to
change that as well as encourage public art.’

Ms. Roy has been a member of the Colborne Art Gallery
collective for four years now and is about to begin her third
year on the arts council. Also an elementary school art teach-
er, she sees the importance of visual arts and believes there is
a lack of artin public spaces.

“If you don't have it there for people to see, then people
won't go to seek it out,” she said. “The art in public spaces
commiittee is trying to change that so people can develop a
receptivity to art. And the Colborne Gallery is very accessi-
ble with a selection of artists that range from realists to total-
ly abstract, allowing for everyone to find something they can
emotionally relate to.”

The show, which opened in the beginning of December,

consists of approximately 25 works of art from Ms. Roy, Bar-
hara Buntin, Pat Stanley, Avril Bull, and Jillian Roos-Markow-
