This tribute to Mrs. Hoodless was plac-
ed on a plaque at the Homestead by the Ont-
ario Archaeological and Historic Sites Bog-

""Adelaide Hunter Hoodless 1858-1910"

Adelavde Hoodless was born in thie
farm house and lwwed here until she married
- Johm Hoodless wn 1881. On February 19¢,

1897 she orgamzed at Stoney Creck the
world’s first Women’s Institute. It was her
belvef that wn this orgamization rural wWomen
could discuss their problems and work to-
gether to improve their standard of home-
makwmg and citizenship. The movem o
spread rapvdly throughout Ontario and later
Lo other provinces. Mrs. Hoodless, g natural
leader and forceful speaker, introduced the
teaching of domestic science into Ontario
schools and obtained funds for the buildin
of Macdonald Institute at Guelph.’” 2

The Homestead was purchased by the
Federated Women’s Institutes of Canada in
the period when Adelaide Hunter Hoodless
lived here. This is a project of all Tnstitutes

“To commemorate the birthplace of
Adelarde Hunter Hoodless, 1858 - 1910, who
founded the Women's Institute, February
19, 1897, erected by the Women’s Institutes
of Brant County, unveiled by Her Excel-
lency Lady Tweedsmurr, Oct. 7, 1937.

W hen the Scottish Rural Institute mem-
bers made a tour of rural Canada in 1939,
a flag pole and flag were dedicated wn the
Adelarde Hoodless Memorial Parl.

The South Dwmfries Township Council
erected a plaque i 1958: ““ Birthplace of
Adelaide Hoodless, Founder of Women’s
Institutes”.

The National Historic Sites and Monu-
ments Board 18 erecting a plaque in the Fall
of 1961 proclaimang Adelaide Hunter Hood-
less an enmanent Canadian.
