Was it the manure applied, or the fre-
quent tillage, or the extra amcunt of
rainfall ¢ 1. case of loss, was it the want
of fertilizzrs, was the crop choked by
weeds, or was the seed pocr, and the
erop damaged by late planting ? This ac-
counting for failures 1s as profitable sas
brageing over big cropr, witcout making
any record of the process of obtawning
them. Brain power may baiacreased by
planning improvements. There may be

bhardly worth cutting There is a good
outlet, and it can be drained three feet
or more deep. Cipher out the cost of
drainage, and of making it producs three
tens of clover or Timothy to-the scre.
Would not the sight of the waving heads
of the grass be more pleasing than the
eat-tails, flage, and skunk-cabbages, that
now waste their sweadtness upon the
desert air? There may be an acre of
swale, underlaid with hard-pan, over
which ferns, weeds, and aquatic grasses
run riot during the whole summer. Is it
not time the bottom was knocked out of
it, by tiles laid three or four feet in the
ground, and the superfluous water com-
pelled to go out through these instead of
cxeeping lazily over thé surface ? It can
be made the best grass land on the farm.
Why not make it so, and handle the dol-
lars that come from maximum crops ?

- Save for convicts
under -entence of penal servitude and
acrually imprisoped it is e2sy to elude the
vigi'ance of the police and get away from
a convict village or settlement, but it is
almost impossible to get out of the coun-
try. The immensé distances to be tra-
verred, the rterrible climate, lack of
money, the abso'ute necessity of keeping
to the highroads " prove, except in a very
few instances, insuperable obatacles to
final success. In order to be really free,
moreover, it is imperative for a fugitive
not alone to pass the fron*ier cf European
Ruesia, but to reach some country where
he rans no risk of falling into the clurch-
es of the imperial police. Even in Ger-
many he is liable to be recaptured, and is
really safe only in England, France, or
Switzerland.
