British Farmers Coming.

The Minister of Agriculture at Ottawa,
has arranged for a number of British tenant
farmers’ delegates to come to Canada as
early as possible with a view of preparing a
short report on the agricultural resources of
the various provinces of the Dominion. It
is proposed that one shall be selacted to re-

resent the- North and the Midlands, one

rom Wales (who should be able to speak
and write in the Welsh language), two from
Scotland (one from the north and one from
the south), and two from Ireland (one from
the north and one from the south). Our
Government will provide travelling facilities
to and from the Dominion, and on the rail-
ways in Cdanada, as well as a reasonable sum
penses. On the return of
the delegates they will be expected to pre-
pare short reports, which will be published
at the expense of the Government. Only
six gentlemen can be seclected to come out
this year. The exchange of courtesies and
manifestation of good feeling between the |
British and Canadian farmers will have its
good effecte. The Dominion agriculturists
will learn from the British farmer in many
points not a little, in return for the hospi-
tality whichwe are proposing thus in the best
gpirit to show to him. = There is in this de-
sign, of course—that is quite manifest—no
element of statecraft : it is purely an effort
to benefit agriculture, by making the best
methods widely known, to advertise the
country, and to extend the influence of prac-
tical experience.

Facts and Figures for the Curious.

At 6 o'clock on the night of Friday, Aung.
1st, thousands of copies of Stanley’s book
were distributed to the trade, and by the
following Monday it was circulated through-
out the length and breadth of the land. The
first English edition numbered 20,000 copies
(this is inclusive of the /nxe edition, ete.) It
is estimated that during the last four months
nearly 11,000 men, women and children have
been employed upon it. In England alone
60 compositors, 17 readers, 12 reading boys
and machine and warehousemen were at
work on it. - In the binding of 40,000 vol-
umes 500 men and 600 women were employ-
ed. There are ten foreign editions. The
printing ink consumed amounts to 1 ton, 10
cwt. ; multiply these figures by eight for the
foreign éditions and you arrive at the enor-
mous quantity of twelve tons. The paper for
the English edition weighs sixty-five and a
‘half tons. As the foreign editions are not
so large as the English, the figures are mul-
ti Iiel:ﬁ by four only, which produces a total
of 262 tons.
