The pene-
trative force of shrapnel-bnllets is, he
declares, very much Jless than that of
rifle bullets never arp. On’ the. other
shrapnel bursts at so;;ge distance from

rifle bulets.never arp. On the other
hand, compllcthong irise .very much
more frequently from!ghrapnel wouiids
than from rifle| bulleti wounds. .
