caliing it Fort Conli. This gave
him contro! of the district farther
westward., - A vear later the fort
was burred and in 16S7 Le Marquis
de Noaville built 2 new strornghold,
but the severe winter was too much
for the French men who were accus-
tomed to milder weather, and all
but twelve died. The fort was ther
abandoned. = Later, in 1723, to be
exact, the Iroquois tribe consented
30 the erection of a =new French
fort, which is still standing to-day.
-The Indians of various tribes traded
for guns, ammurition, firewater and
food. About 1759 Englané decided
that France's bhold oan the znew
settlement was too strong, so she set
about to change it. War Jollowed
with a victory for the British and
the fort ‘became an English trading
till the Revolutionary war of

In August of 1795 the Bri-
garrison crossed over to Canada
the American flag floated over
ramparts. Again, in 1812 the
cannons roared and oace more Eng-
iand 100k possession. The Treaiy ol
Ghent closed the war and gave back
the fortress to the United States.
Ever gince that day the Stars and
Siripes have flown over the old
Fort. The Rush-Bagot Treaty of
1817 had a wonderful lasting effect
upon the political and economical
iife of two great nations. It is noted
for its brevity, containing omly sev-
en sentences and yet it has stoed
through 117 years of Peace, binding
the people’s on either side ofi the
longest border line- in the world as

neighbors and iriends.

Visitors to the historic fort step
back two hundred years as they
the moat and the draw-bridge
which. bears the coat- of arms of
Zouis XIV of France. Farther on
one is greeted by the British coat of
arms of George II.  The old-castle
dbuilt by the Fremch in 1725 bhas
been restored in every detail. One
stands in the corridors where of-
ficers gave orders of attack; or.one
shudders as entering the dark pris-
on cell-where names carved in the
wall are mule evidence of 'prison
days. Beside the narrow window, in
irregular lettering stands out these
names and ~dates—MONTOIS-1742;
CLARIMON-1741; LARUZE-1741.

The"trade-room is at the entrance
of the castle. Here the Indians came
to barter their goods. The heavy
door weighs % of a ton and Is
neavily barred. The stairs are made
of solid blocks of white oak. The
“English” room is the one.in-which
Sir William Johnson, the - English
governor, negotiated with the 'In-
éians and ruled over practically_ 21l
of America. The-restored chapel, a
replica of the French altar used by
the Jesuits, stand--to the.left of the
main entrance. The drapes hung at
the doorway leading to ‘the imner
room behind the altar, are made of
isasther of a- ecreamish hue, with ir-
regular outline just as it was taken
from the deer.  The mess room and
kitchens are on the first fioor, as is
the powder room and . prison cells.
The second floor is.given \to bunk
rooms. The walls were lined with
sloping bins, higher at the wali-than
the foot-boards. Here the soldiers
rolled in their blankets, slept, - The
‘third floor was the cannon Toom. be-
ing the full size of the castle. In
1927 the restoration of the fort was
begun. . Old  floors. were removed
and many small trophies of  war
days were found. -Buttons, knives,
papers, pipes and etc., were amongst
them. Electric divining rods were
used to locate ancient cannon bdalls
at the mouth of the Niagara River.
All restoration work has been done
‘with  the ‘utmost care-and detall,
replacing the old with the mew but
