Canada’s Grain
Acreage Down

Dezline of Over 1,000,060 Sown
Bushels Is Indicated

A decrease of nearly 1,400,000 acres
in the area s>wn to Spring grains in
Canada in 1938 was imndicated by far-
mers’ intentions as of May 1, the Do-
minion Bureau of Statistics first crop
report of the present season states.

The intended area of spring wheat
is 24,105.900 acres, compared with 24.-
851,400 acres sown in 1937 and 26,646,
100 acres in the peak vear, 1932. The
indicated decrease in the spring wheat
area from that of iast vear is 743,000
acres. or three per cent. The princi-
pal decrease will cecur in Saskatche-
wan, while increases are indicated in

. Less Wheat In Manitoba

Durum wheat acreage will be de-
creased considerably from 2,322,000
acres sown in 1837 to 1,693,000 acres
intended for 193S. This decrease will
take place mainly in Manitoba where
4t will be more than offset by an in-
crease in the sowing of rust-resistant
bread wheats. Qats and barley are
also expected to show decreases of
.three and five per cent. respectively,
"with the principal reductions oceur-
ring in Saskatchewan.

Barley acreage in Ontario will be
moderately reduced. Spring rye will
skow a decrease of 16,600 acres, or
nine per cent. and flax-seed a reduc-
tion of 48,600 acres or 20 per cent.
The area sown to .nixed grains will
remzin normal in Eastern Canada,
while -showing a moderate reduction
in the Western Provinces.

Potato acreage will be reduced in
pearly every province to a total level
20,200 acres or four per cent. less than
that of a year ago. if farmers’ present
inicntions are realized.

Dr. E. A. Smith, of New York, who
said he was associated with the late
Mme. Curie in her isolation of radi-
um, declared lzet week 16-year-old
Wallace L. Minto of Jersey City “has
something” in his clzim of a safer,
more economical artificial radium.

Dr. Smith, who has laboratories at
Nor:h Bergen and Newark, N.J., wit-
nessed a demonstration of the youth’s
finding at the annual meeting of the
Eastern Elzct-onic Research Associa-
tion.

Minto, a high school student, show-
ed, with the 2id of 2 Geiger tube, what
he described as.the greater strength

zenuine radium.

“Young Minto definitely has made
great strides,” Dr. Smith said. “I pre-
dict a great future for him.”

Made For $250 A Gram

\iinto said his artificial radicm was
less dangerous tkan the genuine ar-
ticie due to fewes alpha rays and more
beta and gamma rays.

Miner’s bid for lesting fame rests
on the sure fourdation of his estab-
lishment of the sanctuary system of
bird conservation. His Kingsviile
sanctuary, founded in 1904, was per-
haps the first suca sanctuary where
artificial feeding wras carried on to
protect and conserve bird life. To-
day the syster has spread reot only
in Canada and the Uhnitel States,
but also to several European coua-
tries.

Oddly enough, pablic sentiment
among both great sporting camps,
those wro shoot and those who don’t,
is squarely behind the naturalist’s
conservation - efforts. Those who
don’t shoot welcome the preservation
of their favorite species, while the
hunters realize their sporting future
hinges on reasonable preservation of
game life.

While the Kingsville sanctz.ary has
possibly gained greater prominence
through providing food and skelter
for waterfowl], equal attention has
been given_to upland game birds.

Thousands of dollars have gore
in maintaining and improving the
Kingsville sanctuary, but it has been
money well spent. Not only through
this bird haven but through other
similar sanctuaries founded as a di-
rect result of the naturalist’s pion-
eering has bird life gained some
measure of protection from threat-
ened extermination. Yet the amount
spent on sanctuary work is far less
than salaries of the number of game
gardens require'd to perform only a
fraction of such comonntxon ser-
vice.

The sanctuary system, along with
game wardens or overscers placed in
charge, will save bird life from ex-
termination, is Jack Miner’s firm be-
lief, based on his many years of ex-
perience. He should know.

Non-r'-e;allvc Ship
For Survzy Work

The British Admiralty is having
built at Dartmouth a ron-magnetic

...Gardening Notes....

ANNUAL FLOWERS

In selecting a Ifst of annual flow-
ers, attention must be-paid, of course,
to time of blooming and colour.
Height should also be noted as a me-
dium sized plant may be bhidden by
some bushy stocks or tall cosmos. But
these are only elemental points which
every gardener of a few years' ex-
perience notes automatically. There
are other and finer distinctions. Cer-
tain shades blend well together and
often a whole bed will be selected with
this blending in mind. Of course, for
this sort of thing, all the plants must
bloom during the same period. Frag-
rance should be taken into account, as
there are some spicy things like Even-
ing Scented Stock, Nicotine, Mignon-
ette, Sweet Sultan and Verbena, which
while rather plain as plants, fill the
whole garden with a delightful in-
cense, more especially in the evening.
In shaded quarters, Tuberous-rooted
Begornias, Pansies and wild flowers
will do well. In fact, they prefer this
location to any -other. In  partial
shade, Clarkia, Annual Larkspur, Lu-
pine, Nicotine, Phlox and Verbena
should be grown. On poor seil, Portu-
laca is a favorite, as well as Alyssum,
Sweet-scented Stocks, Linum, Calendu-
las, Calliopsis, Sunflowers, Schizan-
thus, Salpiglossis, Marigolds, Petuni-
as, and. many others. These will also
fully resist dry weather.

A drawing on the clkart pictured a
i¥pical room in 2 home made gasproof
tarough plugging all floor and window
vracks, and covering windows, deors
znd other air passages. The instruc-
iions listed also “urticles recommend-
cd to be in your refuge room :u a time
c¢f emergancy.”

These incizded string, a hammer,
nails. scissors, gummed paper and ad-
hesive tape, paste, candles, matches,
newsprint and other paper, airtight
jars or tins for storing foods, first aid
sunplies, and “at least oxe pair of
(.::—1; lens glasses, non-inflammable.”

The instructions emphasized that
during an emergency all doors and
windows be closed, fires extinguished
and gas turned off. All cracks should
be filled with pulp made of sodden
newspapers or putty. While windows
were to be covered with heavy carpet-
ing after the cracks had been sealed
with putty.

They emphasized that heavy paper
should be pasted on windows to keep
the glass from shattering if broken.
Other recommendations inciuded a
roll call list, 3as masks for all, food
chests, plenty of vater, plates, knives,
forks. spoons and a quantity of sand
and water for emergencies. It was
suggested that outdoor wearing appar-
el be kept handy for “outside recon-
naisance after the raid.”

“A room 10 feet by eight feet will
accommodate - five persons for 12
hours,” the instructions read. In heavy
type they warned:

“Rest quietly to save oxygen.”

“When the raid is overhead, a good
place is under the table.”

“No smoking.”

Taie of Two Brothers

James Coleman lived in the same
house as his brother George, near
Hornell, New York, for sixty-two
vears, but they never crossed the
chalk line that divided their home
in two. Each had his own bed, sink,
stove, and dishes. They raised their
own vegetables, but the garden was
divided by a chalk line which they
never crossed. They took their veg-
etables to market in a cart divided
by a chalk line, on each side of
which they stacked their own pro-
duce. James, aged cighty-one, died
from pneumonia, but his brother did
not cross the chalk line to wish him
farewell.

Panic Said More
Harm Than Gaa

R.C.R. Lieutenant Disputes The
Tkeory That Poison Gas Can
Wipe Out Whole Communities

Mammoth air raids, with gas attacks
which would wipe out communities as
iarge as Hamilton, were visualized
by the uninformed, in the event an-
other war occurred, but there was no
likelihood of such atrocities, Lisut. J.
H-W. T. Pope, of the Royal Canadian
Regiment, Toronto, declared last week
when he gave an address and demon-
stration on chemical warfare before
members of Hamilton Academy of
Medicine.

To stage a chemical attack upon the
Queen City., a ccncentration of gas
world be necessary and 25,000 200-
pound air bombds would have to be
dropped to accomplish this. Thkis ef-
fort would require 6,200 planes, and
for anx power to provide the neces-
sary equipment would be impossible,
the speaker said. Paric and fear re-
sulting from the use of gas were the
greatest casualiy producers and rot
the poisonous fumes.

“It is an unpleasant way to talk,
but the important effect of gas in war
is that it is a casualty producer, which
is considered more important than a
mortality producer. If a man is dead,
¥ou do not have to worry about him,
but if he lives and i3 unable to work
he must be maintained. Thousands
of such casualties create a gr2at prob-
lem,” said the speaker.

Strong Sunlight
Blisters Fish

Do fisk suffer from sunburn?

Dr. J. L. Hart of the Pacific Bio-
logical Station at Nanaime, B.C.,
thinks those in hatchery ponds which
have no shade may be affected with
blistering or the development of pig-
ments if the sunlight is strong
enough to burn a2 man badly.

His conclusions were reached af-
ter goldfish kept in quart sealers
were subjected to ultra-violet radi-
ation from a quartz mercury-vapor
lamp designed for therapeutic use.

The experiments did not deter-
mine if strong sunlight has any ef-
fect on fish culture.

REPLACING PERENNIALS

Perennials are plants that die to the
ground in the winter and come up
from the roots cach spring. They ure
the permanent flowers in our gardéns,
and once planted, are suppesed to be
everlasting.

It is a fallacy, however, to think that
a garden is ever permanent. All per-
ennial gardens should be replanted ev-
ery three years.

Perennials must have sun for at
least part of the day and the soil
should be good topsoil to a depth of
12 to 15 inches, with drainage in the
boltom. If the soil is clay, add agri-
cultural slag or ashes and commercial
fertilizer.- If sandy, add manure or
peat moss.

There are so many new and better
varieties of perennials available to use
that we should plant the best ones.
Consult the catalogue of a good nur-
seryman.

It is important, too, ‘to arrange
planting so that colors harmonize and
the high ones are nct planted in front
of low varieties.
