A FISH CHAT

Summer days should be good
days for the serving of fish. Too
often is this choice focd listed for
Fridays and Lentea dishes only. In
warm weather as the family loses
their appetite for your ordinary
meat course, try your tactics on
fish dishes. This of course is the
test season for fresh fish. Fresh
fish is divided into two classifica-
tions “white” and “'oily”, In white
tish the oil is in the liver, but in
salmon §t is all in the body.

‘The flesh of good fish should be
firm and elastic, eyes bright, full,
round and bulging. The tail should
not be drooping and the gills
should be red and {ull of blood.

A Simple Dressing

Baked fish or steamed is much
beiter for the digestion than the
fried, and serving this way calls
for a dressing. Here is a simple

dressing:
1 cup cracker or bread crumbs
1 tablespoon salt ¥

1 teaspoon chopped oaion

1 teaspoon chopped parsley
1/8 teaspoor pepper

2 1ablespoons butter

Clean, wipe and dry fish. Rubd
with salt.‘Fill cavity. with stuffing,
then sew cavity, rub all over.with
butter and salt and pepper, and a
little flour. Place in hot oven to
bake. If steaming, prepare in the
same manner.

If You Know How

Pcints To Rememker in Doing

to “sew a fine seam™:

1. Keep a litils dottle of eau-de-

2. A nail file is excelleat for
tucking under a very small seam

They'll
stay on twice as long if.you rub
your thread over a piece of bees-
wax before sewing. A little piece of
chamois leather stitched on the re-
verse side of the material, behind
a button. will stop any tendency

is pulled in use.”

5. Don’t coasider tacking a waste
of time. Tack every litile portion
of your work—it saves time in the
long run.

6. If you have any very fine ma=
terial to sew, such as chiffon, nin-
on, fine crepe-de-Chine, etc., try,
sewing through white tissue-paper,
placed at the back of the material
This will give a firm backing to the
cloth, and can easily be removed
after the sewingz is completed.

Golden Text—A man’s pride
shall bring him low.

THE LESSON IN ITS SETTING

Time.—Rehoboam was born in
978 B.C., ascended the throne of
Israel in 937/ B.C., at the age of
forty-one, and died in 920 B.C.

Place.—Shechem, a city in the
hill country of Ephraim between
Mt. Ebal and Mt. Gerizim, and to-
day known 2s the city of Nablus,

Reboboam, so far as appears,
grew to manhood as 2 mere hang-
er-on upon the court, the center
of a group of young men brougnt
up with him (I Kings 12:8) and
eager to flatter his foibles.

1. And Rehoboam went to Sa-
chem: for all Israel were come to
Shechem to make him king.

His current report dealt with
2bout 600 of the boys, particularly
the 167 who became the most suc-
cessful and the 146 lease success-
ful of the group.

Same Intellectual Quazlities

The intellectual qualities of the
feast successful and most success-
ful groups were nearly the same.
However, the most successful had
a mean salary of $210 a month
zt the age of 23 and their pay rose
to a level of $500 monthly when
they reached 35.

The least successful were earn-
ing a mean of $96 monthly at 23,
and the figure-rose to $162 at the
age of 35.
