Jehovah Witnesses Refused
To Obey Law; Are Jailed

At Owen Sound four farmers, all
members of the illegal Jehovah Wit-
ness sect, refused to pay fines of
$25 each or sign a $100 bond to ob-
serve the law in future, and an-
nounced - their intention of spending
a month in jail, the alternative to

not paying the fine. They were
charged with advocating an illegal
organization. =2

The four men were Robert Step-
hens, Derby township, and Cecil
Barfoot, Roy :Barfoot and Arthur
‘Spencer, all of Kappel township.

They declined an offer of suspended
sentence because of the stipulation
that they must sign the bond in or-
der to gain their freedom.

Mrs. Olive Noble, R. R. 1, Dur-
ham, convicted with the four men.
also refused to accept the terms of
Magistrate E. C. Spereman, but her
husband, who does not belong to the
sect, paid her fine and she was re-
leased. The four accusad were tak-
en to the County jail.

The charges were laid several
weeks ago by R.CM.P. Constable A.
L. Langelle, and the evidence was
taken more than two weeks ago,
and since that time there have been
two remands.

County Crown Attormey J. F. P.
Birnie, K.C., stated that in view of
a recent decision at Kitchener he
was prepared to consent to a sus-
pended sentence, subject to the aec-
cused entering into an agreement,
or giving their bond that they would
desist from any further infringe-
ment of the Defense of Canada Reg-
ulations.
