Teaching of Religion In
Schools A Necessity

(Contributed by the Shelbarne Min-
“jSterizl Association)

“There is 2 tide in the affairs of
men, that taken at the flood, jeads
on to fortupe.” _Ia matters of re-
ligion, that time is childhood and
Fouth. For a few years there is a
golden oppov-tnnitf to surronnd the
growing life wjith khose buoryant
qualities that alone carry it clear a-
bore the “Shallows and Miserk
Befose -he understands how it wil}
help him to keep afloat under heary
cargoes on oceans yet unknown, £
bor . has developed within him,
through somedbods’s -teaching an a-
wareness of God. Either it has been
given him—or It has not been given
him. In the latter case, the ship Is
water legged before it starts. In the
former case, there is transmitted to
the bor the choices: gifts of one
generation to another: the secret of,
and the capacity for. usefulness,
pure  happiness, and  winning
through at last to the home port
with a full cargo. Such gifts can be
Ziven and received between six and
sixteen. i
An honest appraisal of present
plans for teachirg these truths about
God and man, the world and life,
will disclose an incredible failure to
provide adequate facilities. We have
been shaken out of our complacency
in the matter of our Empire’s lack
of preparadness in air defanses. Here
is another exceedingly serious point
ot failure. Our children have every
«zround to indict their seniors for the
scant attention they have given to
the teaching of religion. It is true
that some children and some young
psople g, to Sunday School. But
the attitude of many adults—some
of them with children—is not one
that makes religious teaching seem
vital. The $Sunday Schools have
done and are doing a most valuadle
work despite the most meagre equip-
ment, and on purely voluntary basis
in attendance, - attention and ma-
terial support. - But ‘their greatest
handicap has been the ‘“take it or
leave it”, ¢‘do as you please” atti-
tude of many older people. Even
with more definite support and co-
operatior, however much that would
help, the Sunday School cannot be
left alone in this task. The pressing
necessity today is that we plan and
do something commensurate with
the urgency and importance of this
work.

That will mean something more
than casual home instruction; 1t
will mean more than “sending the

carry us forward to the point where
we will insist that the religious ed-
ucation of our children be put or 2
basis comparable with that of other
branches of their education. It is
notorjous that we should make so
much better provision for the teach-
ing of the ordinary subjects of our
school curricuia. Tn plant, in text
books. in training: of teachers, in
their remuneration, in discipline and
regularity of attendance, in careful-
Iy checked advancement through
frequent tests, we plan and spend on
a scale out of all proportion to that
in use for teaching the truth that we
profess to call the most important
truth of_ all. What do we-mean?
Frankly and definitely, thdt religious
knowledges should be a fully recog-
nized subject in every schocl, and
placed on a parity with other parts
of the course of study.

1t will be at once pointed oht that
there would be much difficulty a-
bout varying “views”. They are
differing interpretations and em-
phases. ‘But we have altogether too
long been excusing our Inaction in
this way. It is High time that people
who believe in God and that more of
His Will is revealed in Holy Serip-

the tremendous need of saying what
they do believe. There is 2 body of
truth that we do agree -upon—the
things most certainly received a-
mongst us—on which Christians are
substantially a unit. This should be
the subject matter for the best
teaching that can be planned for our
day schools. Matters that ralse con-
tention can easily be avoided in such
courses. The elemental facts of the
Divine Creation, Rule and_Purpose
revealed especially in the New Test-
ament, should be soundly establish-
ed in the minds of every boy and
girl who passes through the schools
of our province.

The text book is the Bible.. The
actual content of the Book of books
is too extensive to include in it’s en-
tirely. But the great passages may
be grouped under “subjects in his-
torial periods, or in intensive studies
of certain books. This has been well
exemplified in the three small
bookS' “Bible Readings for Schools”
(\Iac\Iman) prepared by an inter-
denominational ~committee, and
authorized by ithe Department of
Education, for wuse .in Ontario
schools. -These Readers are made
up of actual Bible passages; and
their particular value lies in their
aystematizing of "Bible study. Hit
and miss habits of Bible reading
and Bible lessons-‘have contributed
all too largely -to the lmpression of
its non importance.-

The. assumptxon is of course, that
while it is quite true in one sense
that religion in life, and cannot be
taught, it is pertectly true.that the
factual conent of religion is.a prop-
er - subject .of study, and knowledge.
