Pharmacists Need
Medicinal Plants

Women who hava been growing
herbs for their own pleasure in
recent years seem to have had
a good hunch, says The Peoria,
Ill., Journal Transcript. They
may soon add to this the serious
cultivation in their gardens of
plants that are still considered
weeds.

There i3 a war-caused shortage
of drugs which has sent the ex-
perts scouring woods and fields
for foxglove, Jimson weed, night-
shade and poison hemlock. In
various medicinal forms their jui-
ces, dried leaves or roots are
needed by the pharmacists of the
nation.

The Federal goverrment has
been trying in a smail way to
interest farmers in cultivation of
these plants, not only to increase
the supply but to add a profitable
crop in sections where soil and
weather handicap other agricul-
ture. It is a part of the diversi-
fied farming efiort The brisk
demand and good prices are likely
to continue for some.time, at any
rate as long as war disrupts the
normal sources of supply and in-
creases the need.

What Science
Is Doing

BAMBOO

Grasses that are real trees are
a common feature of the part of
the world where war rages most
fiercely at present. These gras-
ses, of course, are the bamboos,
says Science Service. 1 e of the
Temperate regions  commonly
think of bzmboo in terms of fish-
poles. or at most of the slightly
stouter vaulting poles used in
track and field meets; but these
are oniy the middle-sized members
of the tribe. The giants are o1
real tree size, and are as much
entitled to be called irees as the
palms are.

Bamboos might fairly compete
with palms for the title of mwost
useful plants. Like palms, they
are used in a thousand ways by
dwellers in the tropics and sub-
tropics, where they grow most
luxuriantly. They supply housing
materials, tools and weapons and
food. Bamboo-buiit houses are
common in al! thse warm lands.
The framework, walis and floors
(if floors are considered neces-
sary), are likely to be built of
bamboo, whole or “split, lashed
together with tough natural ropes
that are the stems of twining
bamboo vines. There is likely to’
be a fence of bamboo poles, to
keep children, pouliry and small
livestock from straying, or per-
haps cages of bamboo under the
stilted house.

Bamboo-shafted spears may
serve for hunting and {fishing;
bamboo-handled tools for. agri-
culture; bamboo-fibre snares and
nooses for trapping. The hard
glassy edges of split bamboo
sometimes serve as primitive
knives. The big hollow joints of
giant bamboo stems, cut off to
suitable length, do very well for
water pails, baskets for grain or
other dry material, household con-
tainers of all sorts so long as
heating isn’t required. In the
Philippines, the music-loving nat-
ives contrive whole bands out of
bamboo instruments.

Bamboo shoots, cut very young
like asparagus, are a favorite Or-
iental vegetable. And the seeds,
borné in crops at intervals of
several years, are rated as the

tiest of grain.

The
government will pay the cost:of
editorial work, cable tolls and
printing. The C. P. will prepare
the paper on a non-profit_basis
and will make no charge for its
news.

The news content—which will
be solely Canadian—will be sel-
ected by C. P. editors in Canada
and cabled to London, where the
paper will be printed. It will be
distributed ‘by the services. First
issue is expected to appear early
in May.

Millions of yards of mosquito
netting for Allied troops in Libya
are being made in a British fac-
tory which in peacetime supplied
artificial silk in delicate pastel
shades for ladies’ lingerie.

When the Libyan campaign be-
gan, the British government cal-
led for 20,000,000 yards of this
netting to protect the troops
against the malaria-carrying mos-
quito, sand-fly and other pests.
The material had, of course, been
proAuced in Britain <or many
years by the lace machines of
Nottingham, but more than 11,000
miles of it, required “at once or
sooner” was a tough proposition.

The King’s Pigeons
Serve InR.AF.

Pigeons from the Kings loft
at Sandringham, his Norfolk
home, are among the 750,000
now made available by British
pigeon breeders for service with
the Royal Air Force.

King George is one of 13,000
owners who are members of the
National Pigeon Service, a vol-
untary body set up under the
control of the Signals Directorate
of the Air Ministry to provide
carrier pigeons -for the Royal Air
Force for taking messages, es-
pecially in an emergency.

Each member of the Service
supplies a number of birds daily,
to the nearest R.A.F. station and
undertakes to look out for the
return of the birds. When a
bird 1lies back to its loft it alights
on a speciaily arranged trap that
sets an eclectric bell ringing, and
the bLell continues to ring until
the owner retrieves the pigcon.
Any messages it may be carrying
are reported immediately by tele-
phone to the C.0. of the station.

Pigeons can be released from
aircraft while actually in flight,
and one thousand birds weekly
are already engaged on active
service with general reconnais-
sance planes;

Claim Treachery
Helped japanese

Burmese Assistance To Ecn-
ey Hampered Defenders
Defenders

Burmese “treachery” erabled
thke Japanese to surround the Chi-
cese defenders of Toungoo, two
Americans said oz their return
to Chungking from tke central
Burmz war zcne.

The Americans ssid activities of
Burmese “traitors” were oze of
the most importast problems fae-
ing the Urited Nations forces de-
ferdingy Buorm=. Steps zre being
taken, they s2id, to rouzd up
kpown pro-Japanese natives and
to remove tkousznds of Burmese
from militery aress to reduce the
menace.

At Toungoo, according to inm-
formation 1ze American travelers
obtained from military sources,
Burmese learned that Chinese
were to replace British in certain
sectors. The informstion was re-
layed to the Japanese attacking
force. At the time the transfer
was being effected, the Japanese
knifed their way in through tem-
porarily unguarded points and
sarrounded the Chinese force.
Only the courageous stand of the
Chirese prevented heavy losses.

L L ] -

The incident was the most re-
cent of the many which have beea
related of Burmese “treachery”
since the war entered the British
controlled state.

On the other kand, units such as
the “Burmese Rifles” fought for
the Allies zlong the Sittang river
and in the defence of Rangoon
before the Allied withdrawal.

Japan spent years propagandiz-
ing Burma, using doctors and den-
tists to cultivate tke natives and
establish pro-Jupanese centres in
the nation.

After the fall of Singapore and
the opening of the Burma cam-
paign, Allied defenders constantly
found Burmese guiding Japancse
patrols, sheltering Japanese ad-
vance parties. and giving what
aid they could to  the enemy.
Burmese even joined the Japan-
ese army.

L4 L3 -

As the invaders advanced north,
Burmese guided them through the
mountain passes. Other natives
told the enemy of location of
secret jungle airdromes. Ameri-
can volunteer Group fliers report-
ed Burmese signalled the Japan-
cse bombers to show them the
location of strategic installations
in raids.

British attemipts to destroy oil
lines andsoiher property had been
handicapped by armed Burmese
resistance.

There also was one instance in
which several regiments of Bur-
mese troops, serving in the Allied
army, took off their uniforms and
went over en masse to the Japan-
ese.
