Twenty years ago a nurse was working
on a public health projec:. She dis-
covered a lump in one of her breasts
and realizad that it required immediate
medical atiention. It was diagrosed as
cancer and exiensive operation was
performed. She is living today ard in
good health, the mother of two fine
strong teen-age boys. She recognized
is in time, 00k the initial step ard her
doctor ¢id the rest.

A doctor and his wife are both active
in their professional and social life.
The cocior had half his stomach re-
moved thirieen vears ago because of

{a cancerous growxth. His wife had a

serious interrnal carcer removed ten
vears ago. .

Two women, who lived in the same
village and attenced the same church,
were atiacked by cancer. Both women
had a little scaly spot on the skin of
the bridge of her nose that peeled off.
seemed to go away, and then came
back agair in the same place. One
woman ignored ir, merely putting a
iittle extra powder on the spot to cover
it. The vounger woman consulied a
Goctor who removed this tiny skin can-
cer by means of radium. Today she is
thanking her lucky stars that she went
:0 him irn time. The older woman is
dead. The patch grew and grew umiil
she had to use a dressing to cover it.
Finally she retired from public contact
because of her appearance. Within
hree years she was dead of a spreading
skin cancer tha: destroyed wide areas

of tissue about her face and head. The
tragic part of this story is the fact that
she woman would be alive today if she
had been willing to ¢o something about

abe

Doctors chafe at their own helpless-
ress when cancer patients come to
them too late. All they can do Is {0
irv to relieve their patients’ misery
for as much of life as remains to them,
knowing all the time thai the patient
could have been cured if treated earli-
er. Many women refuse to go to their
doctor until their cancer of the breast
is past curing. Most of them reason
that it conldw't be cancer because it
didn't hurt.

It is time to come out of the dark
ages ard lift the veils of fear and ignor-
ance that surround this disease that
kills 1.000 Canadians a month.

“Give to Conquer Cancer” is the
slogan that is being used throwghout
+he Province this month in the Ontario
Cancer Foundation’s drive for a mini-
mum of $2.000,000. All banks are re-
ceiving centres for donations, or they
may be serf direct i0 the Foundation’s
office at 22 College Street, Toronto 2.

Paint Te Protect

The importance of paint as a means
of protecting farm buildings and equip-
ment in order to provide longer life
and better service is emphasize¢ in
a s:atement from the Dominionr De-
partment of Agriculture.

“There are a multitude of needs for
paint around the farm, and the wise
farmec does not overlook these needs,”
says the Depariment. “He knows that
the cost of the paint and ihe labor in-
volved is mighty small compared with
the cost of repairs and making good,
which 1 the price of neglecting to
provide proper paint maintenance.

“Good paintmaintenance keeps build-
ings looking well, keeps surfaces pro-
tected and retards warping and check-
ing of lumber. It improves the general
tidiness of the premises, and gives {he
owner a well earned feeling of pride
in his property.” )

The Department notes that a warm
dry spell in the spring provides a good
time to do outside painting, adding
‘hat “there is usually a good opportun-
ity to carry out the work -successfully
between the completion of seeding and
the beginning of haying.”

“The surface to be painted should
be dry. Paint should not be applied
«hen it is raining or foggy and the
surface shouid be given fime to dry
after rain, fog, or dew before continu-
ing to paint. During cold, damp
weather, paints harden more slowly
than in warm dry weather. Thus
good weather in early summer or in the
fall provides an excellent time fo paint
and saticfactory resulis can be obtained
in the spring if care is taken.to avoid
painting over damp wocd.”

The Department gives directions to
those farmers who prefer to mix their
own paints, but notes that good ready-
mixed paints are available and that
“they are simpler to use and make
preparation of the job much easier
than that of mixing the various ingred-
ients by harnd.

“Spray painting may te carried out
with a much lower cost of labor than
brush painiing work,” says the stale-
ment. “Scme farmers who are also
good mechanics have built their own
paint spray outfits from old and new
paris, complete with compressor paint
tank, air tank and spray gun. How-
ever, if there is a painting contractor
in the district with spray equipment,
it is usually most satisfactory and
economical to employ him.” z

“It should be pointed out,” the De-
partment adds, “that paint will not
cure all ills, and that decay of wood-
work is largely caused by poor design
or faulty construction. However, after
proper detail, good water drainage,

drips, flashings, ventilation, etc, are
provided, further protection of the sur-
face by painting is most important.”

It is, of course, highly
desirable that Carada’s rew flag, what-
ever i; may be, should meer the tesis
of this sclence or art, whichever it may
be considered. Much more important,
however. it seems to us, is that the
flag should be generally acceptable 10
the masses of the Canadian people.
The elected members of Parliament are
suppposed 10 be ihe interpreters of the
will of the people and in actual fact
probably have a much more accurate
knowledge of public opinion thap have
experis on heraldy. No good purpose
would be served by the selection af a
flag which was perfectly designed, from
the stanépoin: of heraldy, but which
vei failed to capiure the farcy of <he
Canadian people as a whole. On the
other hand any design endorsed dy a
iarge proportion of members of Parlia-
ment is more than likely to find favor
with a similarly large section of the
general public. Amongst the cesigns
which find favor with members there
should be some which meet the re-
quirements of heraldic experts.

The procedure suggesied by Mr. Har-
ris, of rarrowing the field and then
considering the tesiimony of experts,
is thus the one most likely to yield the
desired resuli. the selection of a dis-
tinctive flag which will win popular
approval

C.B.C. Steals Toward
Monopoly

(The Tweed News)

The Canadian Broadcasting Corpor-
aticn has decided that it will take over
the frequency of radio station CFRB
in Toronto ard erect a new 50,000 watk
iransmitter to broadcast CBC program-
mes on the same frequency.

To one not versed in the technicalii-
ies of radio, this may seem to be an
innocent item of news, of no particular
importarce to the general public.

Actually, the news is another example
of the .total disregard of individual
rights that is becoming the trademark
of government enterprise.

The wave-length or frequency of a
radio s:ation is a property as x:a!uable
to it as a telephone number is ¢o 2
business firm. Listeners accustomed
to tuning in a favorile programme
xnow that they can find it by turning
to a certain point on the dial. If ¢they
have decided that one station “carries
most of the programs that they want
to hear, they will be inclined to leave
the set tuned to that station.

As a newspaper o magazine must
keep its readers in order to exist, so
a radio station must keep its listeners.
A reader is free to cancel his sub-
scription and a listener is free to turn
the dial. These freedoms may be small,
but they are the few freedoms that
are left to us in a country Tuled by
bureaucracy.

Can i be that this freedom is foo
much for the CBC to tolerate? Are
Mr. David Dunton and his associates
determined that the Canadian public
shal listen to nothing on the air that
is not - filtered through the official
channels of the CBC?

It looks that way, particulariy when
it is remembered that CFRB is.a Can-
adian outlet for the network programs
of the Columbia Broadcasting System,
while the two Toronto stations of the
CBC have rights to the programs of
the two National Broadcasting Co.
networks. There is more than a sus-
picion that the CBC with its exceeding
many flocks and herds is casting covet-
ous eyes towards the ewe lambs of the
private broadcasting stations.

To the radio listerer, it is important
that broadcasting should no! become a
government monopoly. The recent re-
fusal of the CBC to sell network time
+0 the Premier of Ontario for his pres-
entation of opinions that are not fav-
ored by Ottawa is only one-example of
what would happen under a monopoly
of radio. Mr. Drew now can find alter-
native, if less convenient, means. of
speaking {o the people over the air. If
the CBC had.the monopoly at which
they are aiming, would any views die-
pleasing to Ottawa be broadcast? Free-
dom of the air in Canada would be
as meaningless as freedom of the press
in Russia. .

Undoubtedly, the CBC’s defence for
its proposed appropriation of CFRB's
frequency wili be that the Broadcast-
ing Act gives it the right to do any-
thing it pleases. The action may be
legal. To anyone whose moral sense
has not been entirely corrupted by
socialistic theories it is still thefi.

We don't know that we can pui the
blame or the government for this, as
the Chronicle long ago spiked ine idea
that we could wage war for years and
return to peaceiime pursuits without a
depression or whatever else you might
want o call it.

We don't fault the governmeni par-
ticularly for the present labor chaos.

1t was Hon. C. D. Howe, we believe,
who made the siatement ithe Wartime
Housing Committee had buill 28,000
houses "in the past year, a statement
refuted by the Toronto Globe and Mail.
From the last issue of the Liberal News,
official party organ, we read: “Wartime
Housing built 27,173 houses in the past
four years.” g

Wars aftermath is difficult under
any conditions. Just now instead of
more jobs than men it is the other way
round. No surprise to us. We didn%
expect anything else. On top of this
comes the prediction that by the first
of August there will be a general de-
crease of tenr per cent in wages. :

Instead of educating the people 1o
believe in an employment optimism
they must have known would not ma-
terialize, our leaders should have been
spending their time to prepare the
workers for the shock of changing from
war to peacetime conditions. You can't
upset the whole world for six years and
expect it to return immediately to a
peacetime equilibrium.

Politicians to the contrary notwith-
standing, our wartime prosperity is
over. We have had our “one day of
turkey” and now weé may reasonably
expect our “six days of hash.” .

We dont say this pessimisticaliy.
Our .labor conditions are not serious.
They are natural. All we've got to do
is to keep our feet on the ground, get
back i0 sanity, and—go to work! We
doubt if we can rebuild this country on
a 40-hour week. It wasn’t built up on
that, and it never was in the chaotic
condition we find it today.’ i

Food Conservation at Teas
Urged by W. A. Member

Women in all parts of Canada are
fully ive to the urgency of the Do-
minion’s “Save Food” campaign. This
is apparent from the many and varied
queries received in the daily mail o
the Food Information Committee at
Ottawa.

Among recent letters addressed to
the Committee was one from a mem-
ber of a women’s church association,
who wrote in part: “Our group of
women still insist on serving sandwich-
es, cookies and iced cakes at bi-monthly
meetings. Tne monthly fee of fifiy
cents, T am sure, would just as willing-
Iy be paid and the social spirit be pre-
served if one piece of bread, a_cookie
or one piece of cake were served. Our
women say, ‘Well, all the other
churches do it. If the rest stopped,
so would we.’ Perhaps you can do
something to appeal to these women—
reaching across the Dominion it would
be well worth while.”

This is only one of numerous letters
from women who feel that there should
be greater food conservation at ieas
and club meetings—women who, when-
ever they eat and wherever they eat,
wish o share with the hungry. ‘“Many
women have probably never ithought
of the refreshments served at their
meetings in terms of the wheat which
is so desperately needed to feed the
famine areas, or they would willingly
reduce those refreshments,” says the
Food Information Committee. “Those
two or three sandwiches and those two

The Farm Forum Goes
Rolling Along

If you saw ore of your farmer neigh-
bours starting his car or hiiching his
:eam to the sleigh on a snowy Monday
evening ard if you asked him where
he was going he would probably tell
you thai he was going to aitend the
Farm Radio Forum meetins. He
would probably invite you o gp along.
Ceriain it is that a large number of
Farm Radio Forum meetings were reld
in Canada during this season, in fact,
a much larger number than in any
previous year. The total of Farm For-
um meetings held and reported in all
Canada is 11336 this vear as compared
with 10,419 last year and 9,596 the year
before. Increases in the number of
Forums were registered in British Col-
umbia, Saskatchewan, Manitoba, On-
tario and Quebec with Prince Edward
Island holding iis own.

If you are not familiar with Farm
Forum you should attend & meeting at
the earliest opportunity. This will be
when the meetings begin again next
November. Essentially a Farm Forum
is a small group of people Who meei
Monday evening in a home or a school
to discuss some vital problem related
to agriculture and rural living. The
Canadian Broadcasting Corporation
produces a broadcast especially for
these groups. After the broadcast the
group leader siarts a distussion based
on material provided by the National
Farm Radio Forum office. The con-
clusions of the group, knoxn as Farm
Forum Findings, are written and mail-
ed to the Provincial Farm Radio Forum
office for tabulation and summary. The
following Monday night the Provincial
Secretars has four minutes of the
broadcast time %0 report the general

We all envy those who can shed their
worries at the end of the day and en-
jor their spare time without thought
of what will confront them on the
morrow. Head-aches, indigestion an
insomnia are unknown to theam. They
have learned how to relax and how to
enjoy life and are usuallv successful.
Of course there are people who require
litile tutoring in the art of relaxation,
but they unfortunately show little in-
erest in their wark and seldom amount
to anything.

During the war years many people,
after a hard day’s work at the office,

spent their leisure time worrying over

problems, doing community work or

‘war work. Overworked week-ends and

postponed holidays resulied in reduc-
tion of resistance, sleeplessness, mental

tension, indigestion, fatigue and nerv-
ous exhaustion which in turn produced

inefficiency and often breakdowns.
Certainly not ail war casualiies occur-
red on the field of battle.

Fex people realize that fatigue Is
cumulative and that it may pile up
from day io day, from week to weex
and from month o month and event-
ually undermine our resistance and
health.

Farm Forum is unique in that it com-
bines a radio broadcast, printed ma-
terial, group discussion and written re-
ports from the groups. The more enter-
prising Forums see that their local
weekly newspapers receive a report of
the discussions.

existed in previous generations. Na-
tional Fazym Radio Forum is really a
neighbourhood meeting but a neigh-
bourhood meeting on a national scale.
It is so conducted that every person in
every Forum has the opporiunity to
make his or her opinions known and to
exert a real infuence on ihe conciu-
sions reached.

Nor should it be thought that Farm
Forums just talk and nothing more.
Forums are not slow about recommend-
ing action when they think something
should be done and they are not slow
about taking action themselves when
there is something they can do. Over
a hundred different{ypes of action pro-
jects are being carried on in Forum
communities across Canada. At any
given mement almost half of the For-

ums in the country are actively engag-
ed on some local task which they con-
sider important. Projects range alll
the way from a campaign for the con-!
trol of the warble fly or clearing snow
off the road to the organization of a
Credit Union or larger area of school
administration. The plan of organized
Veterinary Services which is in oper-
ation in parts of Nova Scotia, Saskat-
chewan and Northern Oniario began
as a Farm Radio Forum action project
in Hants Countiy, Nova Scotia.

This year National Farm Radio For-
um will begin on Nov. 4 and will con-
tinue for five months as usual.

worry and perhaps domestic difficulties
are important causative agents in the
development of excessive fatigue and
tension. Such an accumulation Is
detrimental to both physical and men-
tal health and can only be avoided by
pariaking of plenty of regular rest and
relaxation. :

In order to relax it is quite obvious
that all evidence of tension must be
removed. Not as easy as it seems?
Perhaps not, but ihere is one sure thing
that if you think you can’t relax you
won't and if you don’t attempt to relax
you won's. Bear in mind that complete
relaxation can be achieved; develop 2
suitable philosophy in relation to heal-
th and then watch the results.

The adoption of a slogan such as
“sufficient for the day is the evil there-
of” has been suggested as sourd advice
for health. Certainlx such a.philoso-
phy stresses the imporiance of relax-
ation and enables one to consider cur-
rent cares and worries in a different
light. :

In stressing the importance of a good
holiday it is well to remember that
just as tomorrow’s troubles are mirac-
ulously simplified if one is fortified
in the morning by a rested mind and
body, so next year's problems are more
readily tackled if one has had tne
benefit of a useful well-planned holi-
day.
