To “More Cookies”

Yoz vl be prepared for the ua-
expected gures: i you make a2 prac
tice of kLeepimg 2 roll of cookie
dough in the reirigerator. Wken
guests “drop in” or one of the
youngsters asks for a trear, cut
some thia slices from the roll and

them 0 2 very hot oven.
They take only 10 minutes to bkake.

Here is a Lasic reirigerator cookie

which makes abont 100
, 21d some variations:
Redrigerator Coolides
cup butter
12 cup other sitortenicg

3 eggs
312 cups pastry flour
2 5 baking powder
3% s salt .

Cream: butter, shortening, an
sugar. Beaxt eggs and add.  Siit
ilour, baking powder and salt to-
gether. Work gradually into mix-
tere. Form into rolls. Wrap in
waxed paper and chill ia refriger-
z2tor. \When cold, slice thin. Bake
310 minutes in hot, 300 degree F.
oven.

To make the variations, divide
the dough after mixing it into
three portions and put each in a
bowl After 2 variation is made,
form into rells, wrap in wax paper
and put in the reirigerator.

\While costs of most commodities
continue to rice, refined sugar re-
mains the cheapest of all staple
foodstuiis available to Canadian
consumers. A survey just complet-
ed 2t Chatham, Oni, shows the
cost of sugar 10 the Louscholder to
be five cents per 1,000 calorics—a
full 30 percent below the cost of
bread which places second on the
list of low-priced energy foods.
Third from the standpoint of econ-
omy are potatoes at nine 2nd 2 half
cents per 1,000 calories.

Winter cabbage costs the con-
sumer no less.than $1.18 per 1,000
calories. Costs o otier staple food
products per 1,000 calories follow:
Rib roast beei 7934 cents, back
bacon 32 ceats, cheese 23 cents,
butter 21 cents, milk 20 cents, rice
