At the middle of May the floxess in
England are just at their best. The
culips ave almost over, but there are
now masses of Brompion s1ocks, mosi-
Iy white and blue narcissus, daffodi's,
wall flowers, auriculas, aubreiia, cox-
slips, lilies of the valley, cardyrwft,
columbine, lupins and many othess. In
the larger shrubs there are rhodaden-
drums, bawthorn, or May, azaleas,
broom, roses, eic., while the tirees in
flower include Judas tree, Cabrunum,
llac, and chestnuis. The chestnuis are
particularly fine.

Climbing sarubs in bloom
roses, clematis, and wistaria.

The laburnum arnd wistaria are not
seen in Eastern Canada. The labum-
um trees vary in size from small ones
of 6 or 8 feet in height up 0 good sized
trees. At this season they are covered
with yellow flowers that hang down
from the branches in great clusters
from 6 to'10 or more inches in length.

The wistaria vines are trained over
the walls of houses and have similar
pendant branches of flowers only
mauve in colour.

In the woods and fields blue bells
grown wild and in such profusion that
a bouquet can be picked in a few
minutes.

‘Along many of the roads the hign
hedges of hawthorne or May are cov-
ered with white flowers.

The broom is a wild shrub which has
yellow blossoms. The only part of
Carada that I have seen it in, is on the
Pacific coast.

- Spring is the best time.to visit Eng-
land and the best way to see it is from
the top of a double-deck bus. There
are few places left in England that are
not reached by some bus line and most
of them are two deckers.

The motion on the upper deck of one
of these buses is something like that
experienced in riding on a camel, but
it is worth it. There are a surprising
number of high hedges, stone or brick
walls lining the sides of ithe roads, but
the passenger on the upper deck of a
bus can look over most of the hedges
and walls and see the beautiful gar-
dens back of them. It is a pity that so
many beautiful spots are hidden be-
hird these walls.

Hampton Court was built in the
reign of Henry VIII by Cardinal ‘Wol-
sey who had a household staff of 500
and- 280 richly furnished rooms were
always prepared to receive guests.
Cardinal Wolsey turned Hampton
Court over to Henry VIII who brought
there as his Queens Anne Boleyn, Jane
Seymour, Anne of Cleves, Catherine
Howard and Catherine Parr.”

Other kings and queens who lived
or held court here were Edward VI,
Mary, Elizabeth, James 1, Anne,
Charles 1, Charles II and George IIL
The only reason that it escaped de-
struction during Oliver Cromwell’s
time is that he had it retained for his
own use. In Queen Victoria’s time
nearly 1,000 rooms were made into 45
separate apartments granted by the
sovereign to widows or children of
distinguished servants of the Crown.
One of the most famous features of
Hampton Court is the Maze, but one
does not need to go there to get lost.
It is quite easy to do that in the gar-
dens and grounds.

Hampton Court Palace is now pre-
served as an “ancient monument and
historic building” by the Ministry: of
Works and it is visited by thousands
daily. From Hampton Court boat trips
may be taken on the River Thames in
one direction to Windsor and in the
other to Kingston, Richmond and
London. 5 :

The river is bordered by lovely homes
and gardens most of them quite mod-
