‘Ladies’ Night” Here

“Ladies Night™ at the Rotary Ciub
on Tuesday evening was one which will
be long remembered. ‘The barquet
served -by: Mrs. Sproule and her helpers,
along with singing and good humour,
was most enjoyable; a quartette from
Owen Sound contributed severa! num-
bers which were much appreciated, and
topping it all was the very fine address
by Rev. Robert Graham, minister of the
United Churcn m Stayner. His talk
on Ireland told in his versatile manner,
and interspersed with bits of fine Irish
verse, descriptive of the Irish customs
and places, was voled one of the
highlight talks of the year and he re-
ceived a big hand, including his final
number, “The Tramp Fiddler”.

Rev. Graham took his audience on a
ramble about “the auld sod” Ireland
where he was born and grew up. He
began the journey by taking them to
places of interest not far from his
old home in the north to scenes with
which he was familiar, the ruins of a
church three miles away, and {o see a
Druid altar which he and his brother
had once found buried in the woods;
to the tiny seaport from which the
man had sailed who founded the first
Presbytery: on this side of the Atlantic;
he pointed out where the founder oi
the first Methodist community: on this
continent “had its beginning on the
Green Isle. ‘With each place of interest
he had associated some interesting
reference, with often a joke or some
Irish verse which he recited in a rich
brogue.

In the midst of some of Ireland’s fine
farm lands, he stopped in ai one of the
farm houses, where the woman was
churning, and here he recited a fav-
ourite, “Wee Hughie™. He pointed out
Belfast shipyards, which were a target
for the bombers many times, He stop-
ped in Dublin to tell of the famous
Trinity College, and the Book of Calves.
He told of thcse people in the soutn
who are not so thrifty but are great
on learning, and have poetry on the
iip of their tongue. The Irish were
proud to think of Barry Fitzgerald, the
Gteat actor, as being of Irish birih,
and of Walt Disney, whose Irish ances-
m- probably explains his way \\1th
fairies.

He took his audience to a fair where
they bargained for wares; the wcmen
went tco, and he told of how an Irish-
man might propose; then on to a farm
ritchen where they: gather around peat
fires, and he contrasted the love songs
they sang with those of to-day.
Troubles in Ireland will all get set-
tled, Rev. Graham predicted. He said
their troubles began with bad landlords
who drove out their tenants. In 1845-47
p..tatoea failed, and they faced famine,
when shiploads of fever stricken people
were brought across the Atlantic. This,
the <peaker said, may have been a bles-
sing in disguise for they piayed a great
part in the opening up of this America,
and to-day some of. the founders of the
great business houses, and many others
hke D’Arcy McGee had played their
part, and he hoped no son of Ireland
would forget that land. It is certain
these who heard his address vull not
forget it either.
