Missionary From China
Addresses Deanery WWomen

A missionary meeting of the women
of the Deanery of Grey was held in
Christ Church, Markdale, on Tues-
day. In the absence of the president
of the Deanery Woman's Auxiliary,
the vice-president, Mrs. R. S. Jones
of Markdale, occupied the chair.

Rev. William Simpson of Durham,
formerly a missionary for many years
in the diocese of Honan, China, was
the first speaker of the afternoon, be-
ing introduced to the gathering by
Venerable Archdeacon J. N. H. Mills
of London. Rev. Mr. Simpson spoke
of the great difficulties experienced

the advance of the Communists in
that land, so that many Christian mis-
sions, schools, and hospitals have had
to close down. At first, he said the
Communists give a promise of friend-
ship which they have no idea of keep-
ing. Compulsors meetings are call-
ed, which the church people are re-
quired to attend at the same hour as
the church services, or sometimes
the church buildings are requisition-
ed. or the church schools or hospitals
are taxed out of existence. He said
out of 20 Christian hospitals of all de-
nominations which were in use when
he was there, only three are still op-
erating.

Rev. Mr. Simpson declared that it
would have been much better if the
missionaries had had to face open
persecution rather than this subtle,
underhand rule which finally takes
away 21l true liberty. i

Dr. A. H. O'Neil, principal of Huron
College, London, spoke -with regard
to the campaign to raise about
$600,000 during the next three years
for the new Huron College. The
speaker said the college had already
raised $616.000. but the Diocese must
now lend a helping hand. Dr. O'Neil
spoke of the long and honorable his-
tery of the college since its foundation
by Bishop Cronyn in 1863. The princi-
pal said the present buildings are to-
tally inadequate for the number of
Arts and Divinity students seeking to
register there. so a new site has been
secured close to the university prop-
er. and already the work of putting
up the new buildings is going rapidly
forward. .

When the armory became avail-
able for public gatherings, T. H. Re-
burn obtained the building for Mark-
dale’s first Ford garage. Fred York
bought it in 1920 and operated a gar-
age in it until 1939, when Stan. and
Pat. York took it over, under the
name of York Bros.

With the opening of their modern
new garage, York Bros. sold the old
building to Roland Irwin; who wreck-
ed it. York Bros. will‘use its site for
a parking lot and as a side driveway
into their new garage.
