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Testing the
Country Newspaper

By W, 5. Grathwoh!, Chicago Manager, Adverilsing
Depariment, American Press Assoclation

The country newspaper is the most valu-
able of all advertising medivms, [t is taken
and read by people immediately tributary to the
town in which it is printed ; its relation with
ity veaders is intimate and its influence is
strong, A country paper with a small circula-
tion is worth far more as an advertising medium
than many times the same number of papers
isaued as part of the circulation of a metropoli-
tan publication. The metropolitan paper i
read hurriedly by busy people, the departments
that the individual is interested in ave hastily
scanned and the remaining mass of papes is
tossed aside ond never looked at.  The country
paper, which, on the contrary, is smaller and
more compact, is read carefully and thoroughly.

The country is vastly different from the
city in the personal relations of itas people.
While in the city one is not expected to have
even a speaking acquaintance with the man who
