It guos without saylng lhnt “the en-
vironment should be we attractive ond
inspiring oe possible.

Every effert should bLe mude to mes
that the physical conditions of the
achoul and premises shuuld be notl only
atiractlve but ulso stlmulative of re-
gard and pride. Hechool sccommodda-
viony have o very dirsot hoaring upon
the nuccoss of school work. Ilghting,
heatlug, ventllution—tljoss ure wif  of
great lmpuoriance.
