FREPARING LAND FOR CELERY

Deep rich loamy solls ore preferred
for celery. though very good crops can
be grown on lght solls and on muck
of swamp colls provided plenty of mols-
ture 1a supplied In the first Inctance and

dralnoge in the cpeand.  Celery 13 o mols-

ture loving plant and a gross feeder. The
celery bed shnuld be located near o
waler zupply eo that it may be saslly
avallablse during the spell of droutin
Celery once checked or stunted selidam
TeOOVETD.

In choodlng o location for the celery
bed any well-watsred gorden or root land
that has been deeply worked and heavlly

Thialilred The previous efacon would be

sultable. The early celery s grown in
trenches four feet apart with the plants
elght inchies In the row. The main crop
celery i grown In trenches flve fest apart
in double alternole mows with elght (nches
between plants in the row. These trench-
es are preparcd just as early In the geacan
o8 poealble co that they may be roady as
oo as the plants are large enough to
ba traneplanted from the hot beda

The trenches are dug eighlean inches
wido :"ﬁm lweive Lo fourteen Inches
deep, w rich surface soll 1s all placed
on one silde of the trench and the cub-
soll an the other. The bottom of the
trench - s Alled with three to four Inches
of woll rotted mised stablr manure. The
trench Is then Alled w within o nches
of the surface with the rich surfess soll,
leaving the sub-zoll between the brenches
for earthing up the celery when the Ume
comes for blanchi.ng.

Blanching by arthing up W much
cheaper than when boards are uced and
s much mome satlcfactory Lthan any
other method. Slde shoots and withered
leavea should be removed when plants
are hine inchen high. Dlanch by drow-
Ing fAne clay around the baszes of the
plants durlng fine bright weather. Press
sall mgeinst planta but do not allos it
o get Inlo the heart. Continue Yo carth
al intervala untll the Wenches between
drills are from thoee tr-Tolir fect deoep.—
Experimental Purmm Motle.
