~ FARMERS AND FARM WORKERS
If Your Farm Work has Slackened
for the Winter, You Are Needed

Highly essential work—very important
in Canada's war cffort and for the
welfare of the Nation—is threatened
with shortages of workers. One of the
fcw sources of men available for other
high priority jobs is those men on- the
farm who will not be nceded at home
during the Fall and Winter.
