CAPE TOWN (CP)—Phosphate de-
posaits at Langebaan in Cape province
believed by peclogists to be at least
2.000,000 years old, are helping meet
the national shortage of fertilizer in
South Africa..

From Langebigh the phosphate
rock iz carried by rall to' Bellville
where fertilizer works are now pro-
ducing about 145 tons of pha:ph.ilu
fertilizer a day.

Supplies of phosphate rock from

overseas were cut off entirely at the
