The reason was
simply that no staff could be secured to operate
and care for the patients that could be accom-
modated.

Go into any hospital in this district or any
other and you will find that it is understaffed,
that the patients cannot be given the attention
that those in charge would like to give. More
buildings, more government assistance in main-
taining the health are not the answers to our prob-
lem of maintaining good health of all Canadians.
The solution will be found in the hands of the
people themselves: in giving consideration to the
things that are not injurious to their own bodies
and in a willingness 1o help solve their own prob-
