Fire of unknown origin com=
plately dostroyed a large barn
and naarby Implament shed on
the farm of L. G. Snyder, R.R. 1,
Gualph, Monday night.

Threo fire brigados wore call-
ed to the blaze which was dis-
covered by Mr, Snydor shortly
after midnight, The large barn
stood on the farm about & mile
aast of Ogpringe on Highway 24,
atop the large hill,

large crowd of spectators who
watched fivefightors from Erin,
Hitllshurg and Acton battle the
fire, They wore successful In

- Mr, Snyder, consoled by the
fact there was no livestock in
lhe barn, could give no estimate
of the logss, He had no idea of
how the fire started,

‘It could have boen a numbeor
of things,”” he told The Freg
Progs. He ruled out gpontancous
combustion as a causo bacause
he had just finighed putting hay
In the barn that day and it could
not have had time to fester,

He awoke after midnight to sec
hiz barn in flames, called the
Erin fire brigads, who in turn

All throe brigades arrived

“promptly bat the fire, gonerating
