The prevention of heart diseass be-
ginz with the bullding up of a sound
body through atlention to a proper
hygienic mode of living. Proper care
durlng an atiack of diseas¢, and -part-
ticularly during the convalescence
frofn & ocommunicable disease, ks es-
setial. The removal of focus of
Infection should:not be delayed.

If a heart condition does develop,
the life of the individual must be nd-
justed to the capacjty of the heart

live accordingly. It never pays to
abuse the healthy body, and It s fatal
to abuss a damagéd organ.
