Home canning often answers this
problem. The open keitls method W
common but s guite unsatiafactory.
To praserve colour, Aavour and min-
cral content and laum the dastrustion
of vitamins, all fruits and vegetablea
are best cooked or aterillsad in the
Jar In which they are to .be siored.
This method of home-canning is aom-
paratively almple. Cood reaults da-
pend an uwsing approved methods and
following directlona explicitly. Vege-
tables and frults are providad for
overy meal in the year and they are
the beat tonics.
