You can also got unusual ahadow
pleturea by standing so that your
shadow (9 cast on the sids of &
bullding or & house.

Mere's one thing to vemomber, If
you take pleturea with tho shadow
cast on & light colored surface the
pxposure should not bo as long as
that used in taking pletures with
the shadows cast oh & dark back-
ground. In other words you make
ﬂuur expoaure for shadow pletures

ut little longer than'you would for
ah ordinary snapshot with ths sama
lighting conditions.
